TheUnion Civil Service Board hereby issuestheserulesin exercise
of the power conferred by sub-section (@) of Section 76 of the Civil Service
Personnel Law with the approval of the Union Government.

Chapter |
Titleand Definition

1. Theserulesshall be called the Civil Service Personnel Rules.

2. The provisions contained in these rules shall apply to the service
personnel entitled to the pay and allowances disbursed out of the State Budget.
Theserulesshall not apply to the defence services personnel and members of
the Myanmar Police Force.

3. Theexpressionscontained in theserules shall have the same meanings
contained in the Civil Service Personnel Law. In addition, the following
expressions shall have the meanings given hereunder:

(@ Law meansthe Civil Service Personnel Law;

(b) Head of theMinistry and the Organization means the Head
of the Ministries and Organizations appointed by the President
under sub-section (f) of Section 2 of the law;

(o Confirmed Appointment meansthe confirmed appointment to
avacant post that no other service personnel holdslienonitin
the set-up of any service personnel organization;

(d) Probation means the appointment to an initial post of one
category of postsin the set-up by putting on probation for aperiod
with particular conditionsto train to acquire skillsneeded for the
post before confirmation of the appointment;

Apprentice Appointment means the appointment as an

apprentice against a sanctioned post in the set-up of service

personnel organization to become proficient in skillsrelated to

performing theduties;

Part-time A ppointment meansthe appoi ntment to any post with

alimit of time;

On Duty Period includesthefollowing periods:

(i) probationary period of apost;

(i) apprentice period to be confirmed appointment from an
apprenticeto apermanent civil servicewithout interval;

Working Hours means the hours defined by the State

Government for a service personnel to perform the duty in a

day;

Permanent Post meansapost in the set-up without limit of time.

Organizational Set-up meansthe number of staff formed asa

separate unit for respective classes of service personnel in a

service personnel organization.

Pay means the amount of money earned monthly by a service

personnel and includesthefollowing categories.

(i) permitted pay for permanent or temporary post;
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(i) other formsof remuneration stipulated as pay by the Union
Government.
Basic Pay means the pay earned from a post in the set-up to
which the appointment has been confirmed.
Time Scale Pay includes the minimum, maximum and annual
increment and is the pay scale which rises from minimum to
maximum by increasing at a specified increment during a
specified period.
Identical Time Scale Pay meanstheidentical timescalepay if
the minimum, maximum, rates and periods of increments are
identical.
Average Pay means the average monthly pay earned during
twelve consecutive months preceding the month in which the
event occurred to require the cal culation of average pay.
L eave Pay meansthe pay whichisentitled to earn on leave.
Subsistence Allowance means the all owance granted monthly
to a service personnel during suspension in order not to have
difficulty infood, clothing and shelter.
Supplementary Allowance meansan alowance granted to cover
the actual duty expenditure necessitated by the special
circumstances in performing the duty. In this expression,
travelling alowanceisincluded;
Joining Time meansthetime allowed to aservice personnel to
travel from the previous duty station to the station where the
personistransferred;
Month means one month of the Gregorian Calendar.30 days
shall be defined and cal culated as one month of calendar year;
Service on Deputation meansthefull-time service of aservice
personnel transferred to another organization either inthe country
or in a foreign country with the permission of the Union
Government, in which case the service personnel is paid by a
budget other than the State Budget;

Taking Departmental Action meansthe departmenta enquiry
and administrative action taken against a service personnel for
breaking the civil servicerules of conduct, breach of discipline
or failureto perform duties;

Departmental Enquiry means hearing by opening a
departmental case after holding the preliminary enquiry;
Preliminary Enquiry meanstheinitial enquiry whether or not
there are sufficient facts and evidence to take action against
service personnel inrespect of any complaint or act or omission
of such service personnel;

Departmental Trial means opening a case and examining it
after charging to take departmental action against a service
personnel inthelight of sufficient factsand evidencein respect
of complaint or act or omission of aservice personnel;
Disciplinary Offence means any actor omission of a service
personnel which may betaken departmental action;
Disciplinary Penalty means any penalty imposed on aservice
personnel by the department for any disciplinary offence;
Appeal meansfiling an appeal by aservice personnel against a
penalty, an order or adecision passed by the departmental action;
Form meanstheform contained in theserules,

Schedule meansthe schedul e contained in theserules.

Chapter 11

Specificationsfor the Appointment of Service Per sonnel

In appointing service personnel to apost in the set-up:

the position shall be permanently vacant;

more than one service personnel shall not be appointed at the
sametime;

a service personnel shall not be appointed to a post in which
another service personnel holdsalien;
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(d) theservicepersonnel shall attain the age of 18;

(e) ifthepersonisanoutsider, medical certificate of fithessshall be
submitted.

The service personnel appointed under therule 4 shall:

(@ servefull-timefor theinterestsof the Stateif necessary;

(b) perform other necessary duties, if assigned, in addition to the
original duty.

A service personnel who isappointed with aconfirmationis:

(@ entitled to enjoy the specified pay and allowances from the
commencing date on which the service personnel performshis
duties;

(b) entitledto enjoy the pay for the post to which the service personnel
ispromoted, whileon foreign service or on study leaveinaforeign
country, from the commencing date of promotion;

() entitledtoenjoy thepay for the post to which the service personnel
is promoted, while on deputation with the external service
regulations in or out of the country, only when he returns to
servicein the parent department at the end of deputation.

A service personnel’ slienisretained during the following periods:

(@ theperiodonfull timeservicein apermanent post;

(b) the period on study leave in or out of the country with the
permission of the department;

(¢ the period on service in another post to which the service
personnel istransferred temporarily;

(d) theperiod on deputation with external serviceregulationsin or
out of the country;

() joiningtimetemporary transferring from one post to another;

() leaveperiod,

(g) periodof temporary suspension from duties.

When aservice personnel acquiresanew lien on apogt, thelienonthe

previouspost isautomatically terminated from the date of such lienisacquired.
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9. A service personnel may be appointed to the post on which alien of
another service personnd isterminated. That newly appointed service personnel
may acquirethelien onthepost. However, if the previous service personnel is
reappointed in that post, the new service personnel shall giveup thelien.

10. If aservice personnel istemporarily transferred to alower rank post
for acertain period as a penalty, such service personnel may hold the lien of
hisoriginal post and may not hold the lien of the lower rank post.

11. A service personnel shall not be transferred to alower rank post for
any reasons except under thefollowing circumstances:

(@ theservicepersonnel isincompetent;

(b) therearesufficient evidencesof hismisconduct;

(¢) theservicepersonnel himself requestsinwriting to transfer toa

lower rank post.

Explanation (i) The expression ‘transfer to a lower rank post’
does not apply to the appointment of a service
personnel to another post on account of the
abolition of hisor her post.

(i) The expression ‘transfer to a lower rank post’
does not apply to the temporary transfer of a
service personnel to alower rank post for acertain
period asaform of disciplinary penalty.

12. A service personnel is automatically removed from service
commencing from the dateimmediately after the date of continuous absence
fromwork for fiveyearseither onleave or without |eave except that he performs
duties on deputation with the external serviceregulations.

13.  TheUnion Civil Service Board may nullify the automatic removal of
a service personnel according to the rule 12 on presumption that there are
sufficient reasons for that. This rule does not apply to the service personnel
who is absent from work because of temporary suspension.
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Chapter 111
Appointment of Service Personnel and Transfer to Another
Department

Appointment of Gazetted Officer
14. Regarding the post of gazetted officer in respective service personnel
organizations:

(@ itshall bedeemed asapost to beinitially selected by the Union
Civil ServiceBoard;

(b) if thereis a vacant gazetted officer post to which an external
person is to be appointed, the respective service personnel
organi zation shall proposeto the Union Civil Service Board and
ask for the approval;

(¢) if aservice personnel organizations desires to promote their
service personnel to the posts of gazetted officer they shall
propose to the Union Civil Service Board and ask for the
approval.

15.  TheMinistriesand service personnel organizationsmay initially appoint
external personsto thefollowing posts:

(b) clerical staff grade (1);

(¢) technical staff grade (1) and (4);

(d) professiona staff grade (1), (2) and (3);

(8 management staff (economic) grade (1);

()  management staff (administration, social) grade (1).

16. WhentheMinistriesand service personne organizations need to appoint
an external person to any post of technica staff grade (2) and (3) either because
of the nature of work or because of stipulated qualifications of the post, the
person shall be appointed as an apprenti ce agai nst the desired technical post at
first and the appointment shall be confirmed at such post if their performance
issatisfactory.
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17. For initia appointment asaservice personnel, the candidateswho fulfill
the specified qualification for the post to be appointed shall be selected
competitively in accordance with therules.

18. WhentheMinistriesand service personnel organi zations need to sel ect
andinitially appoint external personsto the postsprescribedintherule 15, the
head of service personnel organization shall form aselection board comprising
suitable service personnel in the organization.

Selection and Appointment of General Service Staff and Clerical Staff

19. (@ When the external persons are needed to be selected and
appointed to the posts of general service staff grade (1) and
clerical staff grade (1), the relevant Ministries and service
personnel organizations:

(i) shall ask for the list of nominees who meet the specified
qualificationsamong the personswho areregisteredin the
labour officesfor the vacant post, the Ministry of Labour,
Employment and Social Security;

(i) theselection board formed under therule 18 shall:

proficiency test and make alist of the successful personswho
arearranged in order of their scoreintheinterviews, written and
proficiency tests and the list shall be submitted to the head of
service personnel organization or the appointing authority.

The head of service personnel organization or the appointing

authority shall appoint the sel ected candidatesto the vacant posts

When the posts of technical staff grade (4) are vacant, the posts

may befilled either by promoting the service personnel within

the department who fulfil the specified qualification or by
recruiting external persons.

The specifications contained in theserules shall be applied to the
promotion of the service personnel up to therank whichislower
than that of the head of service personnel organization who is
directly appointed only by the President.

In a service personnel organization which is organized as a
military unit, the relevant service personnel organization may
specify procedures which are similar to the principles of these
rulesin order to fulfill the functional needs of the organization
for the promotion.

When the service personnel in the organization are needed to be
promoted to apost of gazetted officer rank which is prescribed
to be selected by the Union Civil Service Board, it shall be
coordinated with the Union Civil Service Board.

The relevant service personnel organization shall specify the
required minimum educational qualificationsand skillsdepending
on the nature of the post by obtaining the approval of the Union
Government in accord with their requirements.

A service personnel who is under departmental enquiry can be
tested for hispromotion and put on thewaiting list of successful
personswhereasthe personswho are suspended from their duties,
or detained in custody or released on bail may not be tested for
hispromotion and put on thewaiting list of successful candidates.

the service personnel who isoutstandingly industriousness and eager tolearn,
therelevant Ministry and organization:

(iii) goodmorale and goodwill for theinterest of the State and
the department;

(iv) innovativeness,

(v) outstanding educational qualification and skill;

(vi) good leadership;

(vii) good morale;

shall form the Qualification Inspection Boards and undertakein

accordance with the stipulations contained in sub-rule (b)to carry

out promotion by relaxing the minimum requirement of theterm

of post and theterm of service;

shall submit the case to the head of the relevant Ministry and

service personnel organi zation and obtain the approval to beable

to carry out promotion of service personnel selected by the
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Qualification Inspection Board by relaxing the minimum
requirement of the term of post and theterm of service;

() shall consider only the service personnel who has at least one
year term of service at the current post in coordination with the
Union Civil Service Board and obtained the approval of theUnion
Government in carrying out promotion to the post of gazetted
officer by relaxing the minimum requirement of theterm of post
and theterm of service.

Conducting Personal Interview
38. (@ A persond interview shal be conducted for the persons who
scored aminimum of 40 points each out of 100 pointsin thetests
prescribed in rule 29 and out of 100 points in performance
evaluation.
(b) Thefull mark for the personal interview is50 points. The personal
interview shall be conducted based on the following facts:

(i) full marksfor proficiency 20 points
(i) full marksfor enthusiasm and succinctness 10 points
(iii) full marksfor quick wit 10 points
(iv) full marksfor general knowledge 10 points

(6 The Qualification Inspection Board shall also have to take
responsibility to conduct interview.

(d) Each member of the Qualification Inspection Board shall have
to givepointsfor personnel interview. Theaverage pointsgiven
by all of them shall beregarded asthe pointsgiven by the board.

MakingaWaiting List

39.  TheQuadlification Inspection Board shall makeawaiting list arranged
in order of thetotal scoresin both written test and practical test or either only
written test or only practical test and rating on term of service, interview and
performance evaluation. When the two service personnel possess the same
qualification, preference may be givento the person with longer term of service.
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However, the service personnel who has got proficiency, better skill and
outstanding achievement shall be selected in preference to the person with
longer term of service.

40. In case of the written test, practical test and interviews may not be
conducted, the Qualification Inspection Board shall make a waiting list in
order of thetotal marksgiven by theterm of serviceand performanceeva uation.

41. During the validity period of the waiting list, the service personnel
who are punished for any offence, who are under departmental enquiry, who
are suspended from duties, who are taken legal action or who ison trial are
omitted from the waiting list of the Qualification Inspection Board and the
service personnel appearing next to them shall be promoted.

42.  The validity period of the waiting list made by the Qualification
Inspection Board istwo yearsfrom the date of confirming and signing thelist
by the competent authority who hasformed the board. Within two year period,
if there are no more service personnel left inthelist to be promoted, the new
waiting list shall be madein accordance with the rulesfor promotion.

Conditionsin Which Promotion isnot Entitled
43.  Although a service personnel meets the specified qualifications for
promotion, he shall not be promoted if any of thefollowing conditions arises:

(@ if aservice personndl is given a written warning, during six
months from the commencing date of the warning;

(b) if aservicepersonnd ispunished with withholding of increment,
during the period of withholding of increment;

(0 incaseof recovering wholly or partially for the damage due to
the service personnel’s negligence or incompetence while
performing duties, up to one year from the commencing date of
issuing the order to recover the value of damage or the date on
which theamount isfully paid back, whichever isearlier;
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(d) if aservicepersonnel remainson the current post although having
been punished on conviction for any immoral offence, up to one
year from the commencing date of the punishment;

(e) if aservicepersonnel isreducedto alower pay scalewithinthe
time scale pay, until the original pay scaleisreached;

()  duringtheperiod of preliminary enquiry or departmenta enquiry;

(g) iftheservicepersonnel isdemoted because of an offence, during
the period prescribed in the demotion order;

(h)  during probationary period in apost;

(i)  during temporary suspension from duties.

44. A servicepersonnel shall not be promoted while being punished with
any disciplinary penalty. However, after he had freed from such penalty and
thewaiting lististill valid, he shall be promoted if thereisavacant post. If he
freesfrom the penalty only when thelist isno longer valid, he shall take the
assessment test again.

45. A servicepersonnel shall normally be promoted rank by rank without
jumping step. However, in case of the service personnel organizationsneed to
appoint external personsto apost to which they are not authorized to directly
appoint a person according to the work nature or the specified qualification
for the post, they initially appoint him to the post to which they are authorized
to appoint directly and he may be promoted to the suitable post within one
year if hisperformanceissatisfactory. If the post isof the gazetted officer, the
approval shall beobtained from the Union Civil Service Board after consultation
under rule 14 (b).

Promotion from the Rank of Time Scale Pay (160,000kyats-2000kyats-
170,000kyats) to (180,000kyats-2000kyats-190,000kyats) and then to
(200,000kyats-2000kyats-210,000kyats)

46. Other than the post of the head of a service personnel organization
who isdirectly appointed by the President, in case of promotion for the rank
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of time scale pay (160000kyats-2000kyats-170000kyats) to the immediate
lower post than the head of aservice personnel organi zation,the post related to
the respective service personnel organization:

(@ shal becarried out by forming the qualification assessment board
for promation.

(b) shall be selected by the performance evaluation report and
personal profile.

(¢) theevauationreport for promotion of therank of time scale pay
(160,000kyats-2000kyats-170,000kyats) to (180000kyats-
2000kyats- 190000kyats), shal initially be prepared by the officer
of therelevant service personnel organization of therank of time
scale pay (200,000kyats-2000kyats-210,000kyats) and the
comment shall be added by the head of the service personnel
organi zation.

(d) if thereisno officer of therank of time scale pay (200,000kyats-
2000kyats-210,000kyats) in the organizational set-up of the
relevant service personnel organization theteamled by theofficial
of the rank of the time scale pay (180,000kyats-2000kyats-
190,000kyats) whoisin charge of the administrative department
and comprising other officers of the samerank shall preparethe
initial evaluation report and the comment shall be added by the
head of the service personnel organization.

(e) theevauationreport for promotion of therank of time scale pay
(180,000kyats-2000kyats-190,000kyats) to therank of timescale
pay (200,000kyats-2000kyats-210,000kyats), shall be prepared
by the head of the service personnel organization and submitted
to the higher level to obtain an approval.

47.  Inpreparing the evaluation report for the posts contained in rule 46,
therating shall begivenfor thefollowing qualifications:
(@ Leadership 20 points
(b) Rdiability 20 paints
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() Proficiency 20 points
(d) Enthusiasm 20 points
(¢ Goodrelationship 20 points

() Inrating and evaluating:

(i) thereshadl befour gradesashbelow average, average, above
average and outstanding;

(i) itshall begraded upto 7 points as below average, 8to 10
pointsasaverage, 11 to 15 point as above average and 16
to 20 points as outstanding;

(iif) ashort description of evaluation shall be given for below
average and outstanding grades;

(iv) persona profile form of the civil servant to be promoted is
prescribed asForm (2).

Promotion asa Special Case

48. If aservice personnel isoutstandingly competent,qualified and capable,
much better than others and very reliable to delegate duties and so on, the
head of therel evant service personnel organization may promote appropriately
by exercising his authority. However, in promotion to the post of gazetted
officer which is to be appointed only with the approval of the Union Civil
Service Board, it shall be carried out in consultation with the Union Civil
Service Board.

Appointment to themmediate L ower Post Against a Vacant Post

49.  Thehead of aMinistry and an organization may appoint, promote or
transfer the service personnel in their department to an immediate lower post
against avacant post in the organizational set-up, according to the requirement
of the service personnel organization.

50. In appointing under rule 49:
(@ itshall bewithinthe permitted organizational set-up;
(b) it shall meet the specified qualificationsfor promation.
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Chapter V
Pay Fixation
51.  When the service personnel organizations have appointed a service
personnel to apermanently vacant post, the service personnel shall beallowed
the basic pay starting from the minimum of pay scale.

Initial Pay
52.  Theinitia pay isthe pay started to be paid to aservice personnel at a
post in the organizational set-up.

53. Regarding theinitial pay:

(@ when an external person is initially appointed as a service
personnel to apost in the organizationa set-up, theinitia pay tobe
alowed shdl betheminimum of timescaepay;

(b) inacaseof aservicepersonne istransferred to the post of greater
responsibility with the identical time scale pay, an additional
increment shall be allowed at the current time scale pay.

(0 intransferring to the immediate lower post on the request of a
service personnel, the maximum of thetimes cale pay of that post
shdl bedlowedasinitia pay.

(d) whentheauthority for demotion transfersa service personnel to
the immediate lower post in accord with the punishment, such
service personnel may be allowed a suitable pay not exceeding
the maximum pay of that lower rank post.

() there may be a case where a service personnel promoted to a
higher post is demoted to the previous post while serving at the
higher post. Again, if that service personnel isreinstated to the
previous higher post or to the other post of the identical time
scale pay,theinitial pay of such service personnel shall not be
lower than the last pay of such post previously. The period
enjoying that previous pay shall also be taken into account in
calculating the increment.
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in caseof pay scaleof aparticular post or acategory of such post
changes, the current pay of previoustime scale pay being enjoyed
shall be specified asthe initial pay of new time scale pay. The
date of increment of old pay scale shall be continued to calculate
in cal culating theincrement.

A service personnel appointed to a permanent post on acertain

time scale pay is entitled to enjoy an increment when it is due

without need to apply for it.

The head of the relevant service personnel organization

authorized to allow increment may withhold the entitlement of

the increment in accordance with the rules on ground of

unsatisfactory performance of duties, or on ground of immoral

conduct.

When withhol ding theincrement under sub-rule (b), thefollowing

factsshall be mentioned:

(i) period of withholding theincrement;

(i)  whether or not withholding the increment will postpone
thefutureincrements.

Thefollowing periodsareto beincluded in cal culating the increment:

the duration of fulltime service at the post similar to or higher
than the past for which theincrement isentitled;

if the promotion occurs during on duty period or study period
abroad, the period of increment shall be calculated from the
starting date of promotion;

leave periodson leave pay;

the period of leave without pay allowed to be included in
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calculating the increment by the authorized person in case of
leave without pay wason ground of illnessor for any unavoidable
cause,

(g) theperiodof deputation onexterna serviceregulations;

(h) theperiod calculated from the starting date of promotionif being
promoted at the parent department during deputation on external
serviceregulations,

(i) periods treated as full time service in particular cases by the
relevant service personnel organization in accordance with the
laws, regulationsand by-laws,

() when calculating increments, only the eligible periods will be
counted after leaving out theineligible ones.

56.  When aservice personnel who, for any unavoidable circumstance, is
demoted from acertain post to animmediate lower post, theterm of serviceat
the previous post shall beincluded in cal culating theincrement.

57.  Therelevant service personnel organization shall propose and submit
the matter of allowing advanceincrement for the gazetted officersto the Civil
Service Board and for the service personnel below gazetted officers to the
head of therelevant Ministry and organization, and obtain the approval after
scrutinizing based on the following facts case by case:

(& beingacasewheretheinitial pay isneeded to beraised when a
person who surpassesthe general qualification requirementsand
experiencefor the post is appointed;

(b) being a case where the service personnel deserves honour for
the excellent performancein the current post;

(6 being acase which isworthy to be paid the advance increment
dueto any other sufficient special case.

58. In demoting aservice personnel to animmediate lower post in accord
with the punishment due to the immoral conduct, or poor performance the
followings should be specified precisely:
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(@ theperiod of demotion to animmediatelower post ;

(b)  whether or not the period of demotion will or will not postpone
the futureincrementswhen aservice personnel isreinstated to
theformer post;

(0 theperiodof postponing thefutureincrementsif it postpones so.

59. If aservice personnel isreduced to alower pay scale within the current
time scale pay thefollowings should be specified precisely:

(@ theperiod of reductionto alower pay scale;

(b) whether or not the period of reduction to alower pay scale will
postponefutureincrementswhen acivil service personnel isbeing
raised to the original pay;

() the period of postponing the future incrementsif it postpones
0.

Chapter VI
Emolument and Fee
60.  The emolument is the money awarded from the State Budget to a
service personnel for any services rendered beyond the regular duties of the
original position.
The fee is the money allowed from any other funding sources other
than the State Budget.

61.  Thecompetent authority shall record hisbelief that the service personnel
isworthy to be awarded emolument or fee as extrapayment for assigned duty
although a service personnel isresponsible to serve any work at any timefor
the Stateif necessary.

62.  Inawarding the emolument and fee, thefollowing conditionsshall be
followed:
(@ thework done by the service personnel isbeing a specia work
of occasional character and beyond hisregular dutiesor thework
performed outstandingly;
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(b) thework isbeing undertaken with the prior consent of the head
of the service personnel organization who believes that the
service personnel can performit without detriment to hisregular
duties;

(0 theemolument or feesto beawarded isbeing at therate prescribed
by the State. If thereisno prescribed rate, fixing in advancethe
amount by the head of service personnel organization with due
regard to the value of the servicein return for whichitisgiven
by the service personnel.

63.  Therelevant head of service personnel organization shall, with the
approval of the Union Government, allow the rate of emolument for the
examinations conducted by the organization and for the other undertakings
which are not rel ated to examination.

Chapter VII
MattersRelating to Dismissal, Removal, Temporary Suspension and
Reinstatement
64. The pay and allowance of a service personnel who is dismissed or
removed from service shall be ceased from the commencing date of such
dismissal or removal.

65. If aservice personnel isdismissed or removed from apost for being
convicted, such dismissal or removal shall be effected from the date of
punishment by a Court.

66. A servicepersonnel ontemporary suspension shall beentitled to enjoy
the subsistence allowance asfollows:
(@ 1/20of theaveragepay for thefirst year of temporary suspension;
(b) 3/8of theaverage pay for the period after one year.

67. A service personnel enjoying the regiona allowance and other
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allowances before being suspended from duties shall continueto enjoy them
at the samerates during the temporary suspension.

68.  When reinstating a service personnel who has been suspended from
duties, dismissed or removed from the post after closing of the case, the head
of therelevant Ministry and the service personnel organization:-

(@ shal alow the service personnel to draw back full pay and
allowance to which he would have been entitled for the period
of his absence from duties and treat the said period as on duty
when the service personnel is reinstated after he had as he has
been fully exonerated in case of temporary suspension or
dismissal or removal;

(b) if aservice personnel is reinstated in his previous post or in
another post depending on the seriousness of the case although
he is found guilty but not of serious commission deserving of
dismissal or removal from the post, may alow thefollowingsfor
the period of absence from duties:

(i) apartof pay and allowance;

(i) treating the period of absence ason duty;

(iii) treating the period of absence ason leave;

(iv) treatingtheperiod of absence asonleaveand pay asleave
sdary.

(0 the service personnel who is exempted from temporary
suspension and transferred to another duty station shall beentitled
to travelling allowance if no order not to alow travelling
allowanceis passed.

69. No leave shall be granted to a service personnel on temporary
suspension. However, when any one of the circumstances to be enjoyed a
special disability leave, such as maternity hospitalization or treatment dueto
an emergency health problem, treatment due to the aggravation of disability
resulting from performing duties, arises during suspension, the head of service
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personnel organization may consider to grant arespectiveleaveif hebelieves
that the situationisextraordinary.

Chapter VIII
L eave Enjoyment
70. Every service personnel who performsfull time dutieshastheright to
enjoy leave. However, the person authorized to grant leave shall refuse the
leave request, cancel the granted leave, recall the service personnel on leave,
alter the kind of leave applied for and reduce the number of days of leave
requested if necessary for theinterests of the public.

71. Leaverecord shall be maintained for every service personnel and heis
entitled to enjoy leave according to the period prescribed in thisrecord.

72. A probationary service personnel is entitled to enjoy leave like a
permanent service personnel.

73. In granting leave according to the post:
(@ leavemay begranted to the gazetted officers by the head of the
relevant Ministry and the organization or the authorized person;
(b) leavemay begranted to the staff by the head of service personnel
organi zation or the authorized person.

74, Leave ordinarily starts on the day when the duty is handed over and
ends on the preceding day when the duty is resumed. When the immediate
preceeding day on which aservice personnel’ sleave starts or the immediate
following day onwhich hisleave expiresisaholiday, these holidaysshall not
be counted as |eave. However, when both of these days are holidays, one of
them shall be counted asleave.

75. A servicepersonnel onleave shall not be permitted to beemployedin
any other paid job during leave period. However aservice personnel onleave
preparatory to retirement has the right to be employed in any other paid job
and hisapplication for retirement shall not be withdrawn.
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76. A service personnel on leave may, if necessary, be recaled for the
interests of the public.Inrecalling so, the service personnel shall not havethe
right to refuse and return compul sorily.Such service personnel shdl beentitled as
follows:

(@ treating as on duty from the date on which the person sets out
from the place where he enjoysthe leave to the duty station;

(b) permitting the travel alowance for the journey from the place
where the person enjoys the leave to the duty station according to
schedule(2);

(0 permitting theleave salary until the preceding day of resuming
hisduty.

77. A sarvicepersonnd who hastaken medical leave hastheright to resume
hisduty only on submission of amedical certificate of fitnessin the prescribed
form. Even though aservice personnel has not taken medical |eave but taken
other kind of leave on medical ground, amedical certificate of fitnessalso has
to be submitted when resuming hisduty.

78. If aservice personnel on leave desiresto resume his duty before the
expiry of leave period,he may resume with the permission of the relevant
person authorized to grant leave.

79. If a service personnel does not resume his duty after the expiry of
leave period granted to him, heisnot entitled to have the leave salary for the
period. If thereisno sufficient reason for exceeding leave, he shall be taken
action in accordance with the civil service personnel rules.

80. In granting acash reward for earned leave which wereleft intheleave
record within acalendar year of aservice personnel, it shall be granted asthe

average pay.

8l. A service personnel shall be granted |eave preparatory to retirement
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for four months before the date on which he attains the age specified for
retirement. Intimely application for theleave preparatory to retirement, if the
person authorized to grant leave refusesto grant the whole or part of leavefor
theinterests of the public, the service personnel shall be entitled to enjoy this
refused period of |eave starting from the date of the retirement. In such case,
the period beyond the date of theretirement shall be added to and calculated in
theterm of service.

82. If a retired service personnel appointed on a contract without
interruption after retirement has a period of leave refused to be granted, the
leave salary for that whole period shall be entitled on lump sum.

83.  AnyKkind of leave shall not be granted to the service personnel whois
removed or dismissed from public service because of immoral conduct, in
appropriatenessto continuethe serviceor failureto perform duties.

Casual Leave

84.  Casua leaveisashort leave which allows a service personnel to be
absent from work because of sudden illness and unexpected occurrence of
personal affairs. The service personnel on casual leave shall beregarded ason
duty. In on granting the casual leave:

(@ casud leave shall be requested for the days when the service
personnel isabsent fromwork;

(b) the service personnel on casual leave shall not leave the duty
station without permission of the person authorized to grant leave;

(0 casud leave shall not ordinarily be granted for more than 10
dayswithin acalendar year;

(d) however, if thereisasufficient reason, the casual leave may be
granted for morethan 10 days. If there are sufficient reasonsto
grant leavefor morethan ten daysfor therewere holidaysduring
the previous causal leave granted or therewill be holidaysduring
the casual leave to be granted, the person authorized shall take
into consideration and grant leave;
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aservice personnel is entitled to enjoy special casual leave on
the day when he donates blood and the following day. However,
these two days shall not be counted in 10 days of casual leave.
The specia casual leaves cannot be taken consecutively with
other types of leavesaswell.

A service personnel is entitled to full pay on duty for casual
leave.

The casual leave shall not be granted in continuation of the other
leaves or joining time or long vacation. If the casua leave is
requested in this manner, the casual leave shall be invalidated
and the requested |eave of other kind shall be granted from the
commencing date of casual |eave.

The leave record for casual leave shall be kept in the person
authorized to grant leave.

85.  Thecasua leavein specia for thetreatment of rabies:

may be granted up to one month with the recommendation of
the medical board;

shall not be counted in ordinary casual |eave;

shall beentitled to thefull pay;

shall not be granted in continuation of the other kind of leave
before and after it.

QuarantinelL eave
86. Quarantineleaveisaleave granted to aservice personnel to be absent

from work as a consequence of an infectious disease in the family or the
household. The service personnel enjoying thiskind of leave shall beregarded

ason duty. Quarantine leave:

@

shall be granted by the head of relevant service personnel
organization only with the recommendation of medical
practitioner from township, rural or administrative unit hospital;
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(b) may ordinarily begranted up to 21 daysbut it shall be extended
up to 30 daysin special circumstance;

() maybegranted in continuation of the other kind of |eave before
and after it;

(d) shall beentitled tofull pay on duty during the leave period;

(&) noone shall be appointed in the place of the service personnel
on quarantine leave.

Earned Leave

87. Earned leaveisaleave entitled to the period depending on the term of
service. Theperiod of leaveto beentitled is 1/11 of the duty period. For every
11 daysof full timeduty, one day of earned leave can be carried forward and
if holidaysare present, they areincluded and cal culated continuously.

88. Earnedleaveshall begranted either before or after in continuation of
themedical leave and leave without pay. Thisleave cannot be granted beyond
the date of retirement other than the case of refusing the application of leave
preparatory to retirement.

89. During the period of earned leave, average pay shall be entitled as
leavesadary.

Matter sRelating to L ong Vacation

90. Long vacation is a period more than 15 days of continuous holiday
within a calendar year. If thereis only one long vacation in a calendar year
and that vacation is less than 30 days, such period shall be regarded as one
month.

91. If the head of the service personnel organization or the person authorized
to grant leave issued an order to perform a duty during along vacation and
recommends to remain in the duty station or need to go to the other sending
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place, such period on duty shall be regarded asthelong vacation which isnot

enjoyed.

92. A sarvicepersonnel who are entitled to along vacation:

are not entitled to the earned |eave in the year when the service
personnel fully enjoy the whole period of long vacation;
areentitled to the earned leavein accordancewith rule 87 inthe
year when the service personnel does not enjoy thewholeperiod
of long vacation;

are entitled to the earned leave in the year when the service
personnel enjoysonly apart of thelong vacation asfollows:

total period of long vacation which is not enjoyed

total period of long vacation whichisentitled x 30 = earned |eave

may enjoy along vacation in continuation of either before or
after any other kind of leave. However, if it isenjoyed together
with the earned leave, the total period of such leave and long
vacation shall not exceed four months.

Medical Leave
93. Medical leaveisthekind of leave which may be granted not basically
on theterm of servicewhether junior or senior. In granting the medical leave:

the period of leave permissible for the whole term of serviceis
twelve months. With sufficient reasons, additional six months
shall begranted;

it shall be granted only if a medical certificate given by an
authorized doctor or medical board specified by the Ministry of
Hedlthissubmitted. Althoughthereisno limitation of theamount
of leave to be granted at atime, it shall not exceed the period
recommended inthemedical certificate;

themedical leave shall begranted only if the doctor or themedical
board remarks that the service personnel may be fit to resume
duties at the end of the leave period,;
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(d) if aservicepersonnel requeststo grant the earned |eave instead
of the medical leave, the earned leave may be granted. Such
earned leave shall not beincluded in calculation of the period of
themedical leave contained in sub-rule (a).

94.  Theleavesaary duringthemedical leaveisentitledtozof theaverage
pay.

Matter sRelatingto L eave Enjoyment of a Service Personne WhoisLikely
to Apply for Invalid Pension

95.  Whenasick service personnel hashad amedical checkup, if therelevant
doctor or the medical board hasremarked that thereis no reasonabl e prospect
that the service personnel will befit to return to duty, invalid pension shall be
granted. If thereareleaveremainingintheleaverecord of that service personnel:

(@ if therelevant doctor or medical board remarksthat the service
personnel may not be fit to resume his duties,the service
personnel:

(i) shal be granted an invalid pension at the end of leave
period, if hetakesamedica checkup whileonleave;

(i) shal begranted aninvalid pension from the commencing
date on which therelevant doctor or medical boardinforms
or signsthemedical certificate,if hetakesamedical checkup
while on duty.

(b) theservicepersonnel who isremarked by the relevant doctor or
medical board that he may not be fit to resume his duty, as a
special case,may be granted the earned leave in combination of
the medical leave or only the medical leave not more than six
months, if itisinlinewith any of thefollowing factsand hasthe
sufficient leave:

(i) thereason of the sicknessisdueto the performance of the
duty;

(i) the service personnel has enjoyed only afew days leave
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during the entire servicein comparison with other service
personnel;
(iii) another oneyear of term of serviceisabout to reach soon.

L eave Without Pay

96. L eave without pay is aleave granted when there is no other kind of
leaveremaining intheleaverecord or the service personnel appliesfor leave
without pay inwriting in spite of the other kinds of leave areremaining inthe
leaverecord.

97. L eave without pay may be granted in continuation to other kinds of
leave.

98.  Theperson authorized to grant leave may regard the absence without
leave asleavewithout pay if thereis sufficient and acceptable reason according
to the cause.It shall be stated the reason. Ordinarily, leave without pay shall
not beregarded asadisciplinary penalty.

99. No leave salary shall be entitled to the service personnel during leave
without pay. Thisleave period shall not be included in the calculation of the
term of servicefor retirement salary.

100. All the benefitsfor aservice personnel shall not be entitled during the
period of leave without pay. However if leave without pay istaken for an
illness or any unavoidable reason, only leave salary cause to be affected for
the period of leave without pay but not to the other service personnel’s
entitlements.

Mater nity L eave

101. For afemaleservicepersonnel, maternity leave:
(@ shal beentitled for six monthsfrom the date of theleave;
(b) shall not be granted in continuation of other kinds of leave;
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if requested with the evidence of medical certificate, the other
kind of leave may be granted in continuation of maternity leave
after it;

inthe condition of miscarriage, maternity leave shall be granted
not more than six weeks on evidence of the medical certificate;
inthe condition of likelihood of miscarriage, maternity leaveitself
shall not be granted but only other appropriate kind of leave;

in case of pre-eclampsia or eclampsia, the appropriate kind of
leave shall be granted not more than six weeks on submission of
themedical certificate without debiting against maternity leave;
if atwin or more than two babies are born, six weeks shall be
granted as additional maternity leaveto carefor babies after the
dateimmediately at the end of ordinary maternity leave.

if the husband of the concerned femal e service personnel giving
birth to ababy is also a service personnel, he shall be granted
two weeks to care for the baby. He is entitled to full pay and
treated ason duty.

102. Leavesaary during maternity leaveisentitledtofull pay.

Special Disability L eave

103. Thehead of therelevant Ministry and service personnel organization
may grant special disability leaveto the service personnel who istemporarily
disabled dueto injury in performing or in consequence of performing hisduties
or in consequence of hispost or willful action of anyone. In granting so:

(b)

©

disability shall be manifested within three months of the
occurrence of the injury.The disabled service personnel shall
inform such disability to the concerned promptly;

the period of specid disability leaveshal be astheperiod certified
by the medical board and such period shall not be exceeded 24
months;

specia disability leave may be granted in continuation of any
other kind of |eave;
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(d) specia disability leave may be granted dueto the seriousnessor
reoccurance of primary disability. However, the period of specid
disability leave based on one disability shall not be exceeded 24
monthstotally;

() theperiod of specia disability leave shall be counted as on duty
in calculating theterm of servicefor pension.

Theleave salary, during special disability leave:

(@ shall beentitledtofull average pay for thefirst four months;

(b) shal beentitledto half of average pay for the remaining period.
The period of remaining earned |leave may be granted at the full
average pay as per the service personnel’s desire. In granting
suchleave, half of the period of full average pay shall be counted
asspecia disability leave.

Specia disability leave shall be granted in thefollowing matters:

(@ inthecaseof injury accidentally during the performance of the
official dutieswhich islikely to endanger the life and body of
the service personnel by itswork nature;

(b) inthecaseof disability recommended by the medical board due
to contracting an infectious disease as a direct consequence of
any of thefollowing causes:

(i) researchonaninfectiousdisease,

(i) researchtofind out the cause of death by dissecting adead
body or acarcassdied of any infectious disease;

(iii) carrying out prevention and treatment programmes of an
infectiousdisease.

(0 ingranting specia disability leave in cases contained in sub-
rules(a) and (b), the period recommended by the medical board
may be granted partly as special disability leave and partly as
any other kind of leave in continuation;

(d) special disability leave not exceeding atotal of 24 months, may
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be granted to the service personnel, who continues to perform
civil duties after getting disabled while in defense service or
Myanmar Police Force.

106. Special disability leave shall not be granted to the persons on contract,
seamen, service personnel on honorarium, the persons on expert pay and the
service personnel on daily wages.

Hospital Leave
107. (@ Hospita leaveisentitled to the service personnel who hasto do
fieldwork inthefollowing departments:
(i) theforestranger and the service personnel bel ow such post
inthe Department of Forestry;
(i)  executive supervisorsand the service personnel below such
post in the Department of Settlement and Land Record,;
(i) survey or grade (3) and the service personnel below such
post inthe Survey Department.

(b) Inaddition, the service personnel who has to do fieldwork in
remote areas from the Ministries and organizations may be
granted hospital leave in coordination with the Union Civil
Service Board and with the approval of the Union Government.

108. Hospital leave may be granted if thefollowing conditionsarefulfilled:
(@ illnessisdueto the performance of duties;
(b) there are sufficient reasons to believe that illness is due to the
consequence of performing the duties;
() havingtherecommendation of therelevant doctor in respect of
illness.

109. Theleavepay for the period of hospital |leave may be granted the full
average pay or half average pay or part of theleave period on full average pay
and remaining part of the period on half average pay as appropriate by the
person authorized to grant leave.
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110. Incalculating the period of hospital leave:
(@ theentire period of actual hospitalization shall be counted as
hospital leaveif theleave pay ispaid at full average pay;
(b) half of the period of actual hospitalization shall be counted as
hospital leaveif the leave pay ispaid at half average pay;
(0 period of such hospital leave shall not exceed a total of three
months during three years of service.

111. Theregiona alowance shall be entitled to the service personnel on
hospital leavein the township where such allowanceis permissible.

112. (@ Hospital leave shall not be granted in continuation after other
kindsof leave;
(b) Other kindsof leave shall be granted in continuation of hospital
leaveif thereisthere mark of therelevant doctor.

Seaman’s Sick Leave

113. The seaman’s sick leave is entitled to the chief officers, helmsmen,
able-bodied seamen, chief engineers, oilers, seamen and stokerswho perform
dutiesin postswhich are entitled to pension on state-owned ships.

114. Themaster of aship may grant ssaman’ssick leave.

115. Ingranting seaman’ssick leave,
(@ the medical certificate which reports that the illness or injury
incurred in performing duties shall be accompanied,
(b) themaster of aship shall believethat theillnessor injury isnot
dueto one of thefollowing causes:
(i) theillnessorinjury isdueto the ssaman’ svoluntary act or
negligence,
(i) theillness or injury is more serious due to the seaman’s
voluntary act than before;
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(iii) theillness or injury is due to drunkenness or other self-
indulgence;

(iv) theillnessor injury isdueto the causes not relating to the
performance of duties;

(v) theillnessorinjury isdueto the seaman’ sown carelessness
or inexperience.

116. Ingranting seaman’ssick leave:

(@ itshdl begrantedthefull average pay up to three monthsduring
threeyearsof service;

(b) the amount of compensation payable under the Workmen's
Compensation Act shall be deducted from the amount of leave
pay permissible;

(¢) itshall not be granted in continuation after other kinds of leave
after them;

(d) other kinds of leave shall be granted in continuation of the
seaman’ ssick leave after it if thereisthe recommendation of the
relevant doctor.

Study L eave

117. Thestudy leaveisaleave granted to go abroad to study for adiploma,
post-graduate or PhD degree or to get any technical know-how and experience
which is proposed by the head of the Ministry and organization, and
recommended by the Scholar Selection Committee with the approval of the
Union Government for theinterests of the State.

118. Study leave shall be specified as on duty by the head of the relevant
Ministry and organization, and allowed to enjoy full pay.

119. Foreign scholarswho study abroad are entitled to allowancefor outfit
and small payments permitted by the State. In addition, the study grant and
allowance supported by the country or the organization which offer the
scholarship arealso be entilted.
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Chapter IX
Specificationsof Joining Time
120. Thejoiningtimeisaperiod of timealowed for travelling from aprevious
duty station to anew duty station wherethe service personndl istransferred on
promotion, lateral or demotion.

121. Thejoiningtimeisentitledtointhefollowing conditions:
(@ whentransferred from aduty station to anew duty station;
(b) when transferred to a new post at the end of the leave period
without being allowed to return to the original post.

122.  Inrespect of allowing thejoining time:

(@ ifitistransferred from apost to another in the same duty station,
oneday of joining timeisallowed. No preparation day shall be
allowed;

(b) ifitistransferred from oneduty station to another, five preparation
days and the daysto cover the actual journey shall be allowed,;

(o therouteshal betheordinary route commonly used by the public
and the mode of travel shall be the onewhich shall ordinarily be
used according to therank of their post;

(d) themaximum period of thejoining timeis30 daysand all gazetted
holidays shall be countedinit;

(& whenaservicepersonne hasto transfer from one duty station to
another, the supervisor shall scrutinize case by case and reduce
thejoining timeif itisconsidered to belonger than necessary. It
may also be extended if it is assumed to be necessary provided
that such extention does not exceed 30 days.

123. Under the following circumstances, the head of service personnel
organization may lay down the appropriate terms and conditions and allow
the joining time not exceeding the maximum limit of 30 days and without
failing to achieve the objectivesof joining time:
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(@ aservicepersonnel may not usethe ordinary mode of travel;

(b) thereissomedelay ontheway asaconsequence of any situation
even though the service personnel does hisbest to avoidiit;

(0 aservicepersonnd missesthevehicleor hastowait for departure
of thevehiclebut it isnot because of hisfault;

(d) aservicepersonnel getsserioudy ill onthejourney;

(¢ aservice personnel cannot use the ordinary route due to the
situation of the region and has to use the other route and the
sufficient reason for using it can begiven;

(f) thereareother sufficient reasons.

124. In case the joining time exceeds 30 days, the head of the relevant
Ministry and the organization may allow with the approval of the Union Civil
Service Board.

125. If aservicepersonnd hasto hand over the charge elsewherethan where
theduty station issituated, thejoining time of such service personnel shall be
counted from the place at which the person actually relingquishesthe charge.

126. When a service personnel in transit on the initial transfer received
another transfer order, the joining time shall be counted starting from the
following date of receipt of the new transfer order. However, asecond period
of fivedaysfor preparation shall not be permitted in counting thejoining time
who hasalready enjoyed thefirst five preparation days. If hereceivesanother
transfer order for adifferent post after reaching the station of the new post, he
isentitled to additional 5 daysfor preparation.

127. If aservicepersonnel isgranted leave after relinquishing the charge of
the old post to transfer to anew post:

(@ when the leave is asked for personal affairs or on a medical

certificate, the period of leave will start from the date on which

the charge of the old post isrelinguished,the preparation period
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shall not be enjoyed and thejoining time shall startimmediately
the next day after the leave ended;

(b) theactual periodto cover thejourney from the station of old post
to that of new post shall be prescribed asjoining time. However,
the period for the medical treatment for illnesson thejourney or
for unavoidable personal affairs shall be accounted as suitable
typesof leave.

128. When aservice personnel on leaveistransferred to anew post at the
end of the leave period and is not allowed to return to the original post, the
joining time shall be granted asthe period actually needed to cover thejourney
from the place where the service personnel enjoysleave to the place of new
post.

129.  Whenaservicepersonne from adepartment entitled to along vacation
istransferred to anew post during thelong vacation, the authorized person for
the transfer may alow to join the new post only after the end of the long
vacation.

130. Duringthejoining time, aservice personnel isregarded asonfull time
duty. Inrespect of pay entitlement during thejoining time:

(@ intransferring from an initial post to a new post, the service
personnel is entitled to enjoy the lesser pay between the two
posts of the pay for the old post or of the pay for the new post as
thejoining time pay;

(b) whenaservicepersonnel onleaveistransferred to anew post at
theend of theleave period, thejoining time pay for the new post
isasfollows:

(i) iftheleaveistheearning leave, heisentitled to enjoy the
last |leave pay of theleave period;

(i) iftheleaveistheleavewithout pay nojoiningtimepay is
entitled.
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131. Although aservicepersonnel hastojoin the post onthe datefollowing
the end of thejoining time and failsto do so, no pay or leave pay is entitled
from the commencing date following the end of the joining time. A service
personnd’ swillful absence from duty without sufficient reasonsafter theexpiry
of joining time may be treated as an act of misbehavior and shall be taken
actionin accordancewith therules.

Chapter X
Provisionsfor Deputation
132.  No service personnel shall be transferred on deputation against his
desire. The proposal by an external organization to transfer aservice personnel
on deputation directly addressed to that service personnel isnot allowed.

133. Theperiod on deputation with external serviceregulationsadmissible
is three years. This would be extendable by two years if necessary and the
whol e deputation period shall not exceed fiveyears. A service personnel tobe
transferred on deputation with external serviceregulationsshall havetenyearsof
service and shal not be over 55 years of age.

134. Service personnel organizations shall issue the transfer order for
deputation only with the approval of the Union Civil Service Board after prior
coordination.

135.  When a service personnel on leave is transferred on deputation, the
deputation period beginsfrom the date on which the personistransferred.

136. Inrespect of the pay and joining time of a service personnel who is
transferred on deputation:

(@ the service personnel on deputation shall enjoy the pay from
external organization to which he is transferred from the
commencing date of religuishing the old post;

(b) the organization which transfers the service personnel on
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deputation shall compromise the pay, joining time and joining
time pay of the service personnel with the external organization
towhich heistransferred.

137.  TheUnion Government may write off the contributionsfor performing
duties on deputation and fix the interest rate for the overdue contributions as
may be necessary.

138. If the contributions are not paid within 15 days after the end of the
respective month, overdue fees must be paid at the fixed interest rate from the
commencing date of 16" up to thedate all the contributions have been paid.On
sufficient grounds, the Union Government shall reduce or write of f theinterest
that isto be paid.

139. A sarvicepersonnel on deputation shall not receive pension or gratuity
for the servicefrom the external organization where he performs dutieswithout
permission of the parent organization.

140. When a service personnel on deputation is promoted in the parent
organization, the pay receivefrom that external organization shall not betaken
into consideration in fixing the pay for the promoted post. The pay and
allowance for the promoted post is entitled only when he has reverted to the
parent organization.

141. The deputation period of a service personnel reverted to the parent
organization ends on the date on which he resumes his duties in the parent
organization. At theend of deputation, if aservicepersonnel takesleave before
resuming his duties, the deputation period shall be ended only on the date on
which such service personnel returnsto servicein the parent organization.

142. The service personnel shall no longer receive pay from the external
organization from the commencing date on which he returns to the parent
organization at the end of deputation and his contributionsfor pension benefit
shall also be ended
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143. (@ Thecontributionsfor pension benefit of aservice personnel on
deputation shall be paidinto the State Budget by the organization
which employs him in accordance with the stipul ations.

(b) If the organization which employs a service personnel on
deputation does not pay the contributionsfor pension benefitin
sub-rule (a), the service personnel himself shall pay it without
fail.

144.  Thecontributionsfor pension benefit shall be paid during the deputation
period at the rate prescribed by the Union Government asin Schedulelll. The
Department of Pension shall take responsibility for cal culating the amount of
contribution for pens on benefit to be paid for deputation and al so fixing account
titlefor remittance.

145. A service personnel on deputation shall pay contributionsfor pension
benefit and the deputation period shall be included in calculation of theterm
of service in the parent organization and the service personnel is entitled to
holding thelieninthat period.

146. A service personnel or an external organization shall not request to
refund the contributionsfor pension benefits.

147. In the case of on deputation with external service regulations, the
calculation and confirmation of therate of contributionsto be paid and fixing
the account title shall be donein coordination with the Department of Pension.

Chapter XI
Dischar ge of Duty within the Country or Overseasand Study Tours
148. A service personnel may be sent abroad asto perform duty ex officio
or any special duty or for astudy tour.

149. Instipulating the period of foreign service and study tour the date of
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departure of that service persona from Myanmar to overseas shall be deemed
as the starting date of discharge of oversea duty. The date of arrival of that
service personnel to Myanmar shall be deemed asthe ending date of discharge
of overseaduty.

150. Thewholeperiod of study of aservice personnel whoisselected to go
within the country or overseas for further studies or training relevant to job
shall be deemed as on full time duty. In addition, the full pay (including
increment) shall be entitled throughout the whol e period of study without any
limitation.

151. Thepay for the period of foreign service shall be entitled in the country
at therate of pay beforegoing abroad inkyats. If aservice personnel ispromoted
when he is abroad, the pay for the promoted post shall be entitled from the
commencing date on which heis promoted.

Chapter XII
Entitlement to Regional Allowance
152. In respect of the current socially disadvantaged conditions of the
respective townshipswhereregional allowanceisentitled:

(@ thefollowing townshipsand townships stipulated from timeto
time by the Union Government are considered asthe townships
whereregiona alowanceisentitled,

154. Theservice personnel who discharge dutiesin thetownship wherethe
regional allowanceisgranted are entitled to theregional allowance during
leave period if thefollowing stipulationsarefulfilled:

being a leave period which is entitled to full average pay not
exceeding four monthsin the case of enjoying leaveincluding
|eave preparatory to retirement;
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(b) stating in the leave order that the service personnel on earned
leave other than leave prepratory to retirement isintended to be
reassigned in any township where the regional allowance is
granted at the end of the earned |eave by the person authorized
togrant leave;

(0 residing the service personnel or the family in the previous
township where the regional allowance is granted during the
leave period or residing in the township where the regiona
allowanceisgranted to which the service personal isintended to
transfer after theleave period,;

(d) if the maternity leave is enjoyed in continuation of the earned
leave, theregional alowanceisentitled only up to seven months
from the commencing date of the maternity leave.

155.  If along vacationisgranted in continuation of theleavewith full average
pay, that long vacation shall be treated as the leave period with full average
pay for the purpose of regional alowance.

156. In respect of the grant of regional allowance if the long vacation is
granted to be enjoyed out of the township where the regional allowance is
granted:

(@ ifthelong vacationisgranted not in continuation of aleave, that
vacation period shall betreated asthe temporary transfer out of
the township wheretheregional alowanceisgranted,;

(b) if thelong vacationisgranted in continuation of the leave period
with full average pay not exceeding four months, that long
vacation period shall be treated as the leave period when the
regional allowanceisbeing entitled.

157. Inrespect of the regional allowance granted for the joining timeif a
service personnel istransferred from onetownship to another:
(@ if transferred from thetownship wheretheregional allowanceis

Chapter X111
Entitlement to the Continuation of L eave Period, Joining Timewith

158. If thereisapublic holiday before the commencing date of leave, the
service personnel on leave may be allowed to leave the duty station in the
afternoon of theday beforetheholiday. If thereisaholiday immediately at the
end of the leave or the joining time, the service personnel may be allowed to
resume the duty on the morning of the day following the holiday. However:
(@ intransferring or resuming the duty of the service personnel ,the
case shall not need to handover or receive the office monetary;
(b) it shal not be the case where a service personnel from another
station hasto betransferred earlier to perform duties of the service
personnel who leavesthe duty station earlier;
() it shal not be the case where a service personnel is late to be
transferred to another station as aresult of having to perform
duties of the service personnel who islateto perform hisduty.
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159. Inrespect of the cases which the leave or joining timeis alowed in
continuation of holidays by the head of service personnel organization or the
person authorized to grant leave:

(@ if theleaveistaken onaholiday or theday immediately following
the holidays, theleave period, leave pay and allowance shall be
calculated the commencing date from that date on which the
leaveistaken;

(b) if thereisaholiday or are holidaysin continuation of the leave
taken or joining time after it, such leave or joining timeshall end
on the day immediately beforethe holiday or holidays. Pay and
allowance shall be allowed from that day.

Chapter X1V
Principlesof Disciplinary Action
160. Intaking action against a service personnel for the maintenance of
disciplinewith the aim to prevent the service personnel from committing the
similar offence for which he has been punished and to realize to be a good
servicepersonnel:

(@ aservice personnel shall obey the rules of conduct, disciplines
and duties and shall always try to develop professional
competencewiththeaimtoincreasethe proficiency of theservice
personnel organization;

(b) theactiontaken against and punishment of service personnel for
breaking therules of conduct, the breach of disciplines, thefailure
to perform duties and breaking the law shall aim at effectiveness
in correcting the moral behavior and maintaining disciplines;

(0 disciplinary action shall be taken by following the correct
procedures, bearing in mind the difference between the
departmental actionsand criminal proceedings;

(d) thedepartmental hearing shall be conducted in the presence of
the accused service personnel other than the exceptional cases
prescribed intheserules;

the accused service personnel shall be given sufficient opportunity
to make arepresentation and defend himself;

if the accused service personnel isfound to be innocent during
inquiry, it shall ensured that the said service personnel will not
suffer any loss of service benefits on account of the action taken
against him,

in imposing a penalty when the accused service personnel is
found guilty, the kind of disciplinary penalty shall be of the
effective maintenance of disciplines;

inimposing adisciplinary penalty, the penalty imposed shall be
proportionate and brought to justice to the offence committed.
Imposing the penalty which causes ruin to the potential of the
service personnel inlife shall be avoided;

if the penalty imposed in the departmental enquiry isnot satisfied,
it shall beentitled to an appeal. The appellate decision, order or
penalty shall befinal;

the departmental action shall be completed without delay in order
to be an effective maintenance of disciplines and not to be
negligenceon theofficial tasks.

Chapter XV
Disciplinary Offences

161. The departmental action may be taken against the service personnel
for any of thefollowing disciplinary offencesrelating to working hours:

latenessfor work without sufficient reasons;

early departure from work without sufficient reasons;

habitual absencefromwork without permission of theresponsible
superior officer;

absence without leavein breach of leave disciplines;

taking more days than admissible leave or failure to return to
work at the end of theleave period without sufficient reasons,
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() falureto join the transferred post at the end of the admissible
joining time without sufficient reasons.

162. The departmental action may be taken against the service personnel
for any of thefollowing disciplinary offencesrelating to performance of duties
and proficiency:

(@ faluretofulfill dutiesor negligencein performing duties,

(b) lossand damage of the State-owned money or property due to
the negligence or failure to obey rules, regulations, orders and
directives;

(o) lack of proficiency for the appointed post or poor qualification
or lack of qualification;

(d) failure to abide by the orders and directives issued in accord
with law.

163. The departmental action may be taken against the service personnel
for any of thefollowing disciplinary offencesrelating to behavioural discipline
intheworkplace:

(@ submitting personal data which are important in consideration
for appointment, promotion and scholarship by cheating or
concealing or conducting dishonestly;

(b) lacking honesty, cheating, attempting to cheat or abetting to cheat
inthe performance of officia duties,

(6 makingfalseallegation against any other service personnel with
intent to cause harm, anonymous communication by
mi sappropriating the name of other person or concealing theright
name;

(d) instigating or initiating or abetting to causethedisruption of peace
at workplace or of unity among service personnel;

(¢ gambling or consuming drinksor drugsintoxicant at workplace;

(f)  using narcotic drugsand psychotropic substances;

(g) actingindiscourteous mannersin performing the duties,
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quarrelling with or assaulting any other person or causing affray
at workplace;

wilful destruction of office equipment or causing lossand damage
toit;

violation of the disciplines for the safety and security of the
workplacewilfully or negligently;

behaving without dignity and wearing disrespectable attire by a
service personnel;

taking bribe, giving or accepting gratification;

soliciting or obtaining or agreeing to accept any benefitsincluding
pecuniary benefitsfor thetask to be carried out or businesswhich
hasbeen carried out in discharge of the service personnel’ sduties;
soliciting or obtaining or agreeing to accept any benefitsincluding
pecuniary benefits to persuade any other service personnel to
carry out acase or to prevent him of discharging hisduties;
soliciting or obtaining or agreeing to accept any benefitsincluding
pecuniary benefits to carry out a case in an unfair way by
themselves or by any other service personnel;

soliciting or obtaining or agreeing to accept the above illegal
benefits directly from the persons and from the personsrel ated
tothecaseor theindividual;

misappropriation or attemppt to misappropriate or abetting inthe
misappropriation of money or property related to the work;
violation of rules of conduct and disciplineslaid down for the
service personnel organization and the category of service
personnel;

refusal to obey thelegitimateinstructions of the superior officer
by the service personnel themselves or instigating, threatening
and inducing other service personnel to do so;

failure to protect classified official documents or providing
confidential information directly or indirectly to theirrelevant
persons;
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writing or distributing bookswhichis seditiousfor the State and
the State Government;

participating or instigating or abetting in any activity which has
an adverse effect on national security and rule of law.

164. Inrespect of breach of law, the departmental action may be taken
against the service personnel inthefollowing conditions:

being detained in custody by legal action;

being charged with an offence relating to the misconduct or
severely punishable offence;

being convicted by acourt under legal action.

Explanation - In the above mentioned conditions, whether or not to

take departmental action simultaneously with criminal
proceedings at the court of law, whether or not the
service personnel breachestherules of conduct of the
service personne, violatesthe departmental disciplines
and fails to fulfill duties should be taken into
consideration.

If aservice personnel isprosecuted or detained in custody for a
crime committed out of hisduty hours, therelevant prosecuting
body shall inform in writing to the head of service personnel
organization. The relevant court also has to send a copy of the
final order or the judgment to the head of the service personnel
organization.

If the service personnel isto be detained in custody for an act or
omission whichislegally punishablewith an offence or failure
to fulfill duties during the performance of duties, the relevant
organization hastheright to detainin custody only after obtaining
permission from the head of service personnel organization to
do so. Similarly, the service personnel isto be prosecuted for an
act or omissonwhichislegaly punishablewith an offencewhich
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occurs during the performance of his duties, the relevant
organization shall prosecute the service personnel only after
obtaining permission from the head of service personnel
organization to do so.

166. Inimposing adisciplinary penalty on the service personnel who is
found guilty of committing adisciplinary offence, any one suitable penalty or
morethan one penalty out of nine penalties prescribed in Section 53 of the law
may beimposed by balancing the nature of the offence and the act or omission
of the service personnel.

167. Inimposing penalty to aservice personnel, penalty imposed shall be
proportionate with offence and penalty for justice and effective maintenance
of disciplines. Although it is to impose due penalty on guilty of service
personnel, it should aso be done with the aim of reforming the person so asto
become agood service personnel and not to impose penalty which causesruin
to the potential of service personnel inlife.

Chapter XVI
Departmental Action

168. If theactionisto betaken against aservice personnel inrespect of his
action,breach of personnel rules of conduct of service, breach of discipline
and failure to fulfill aduty, the decision shall be made first whether to take
legal action or to take departmental action or to take both legal action and
departmental action simultaneoudly. If thelegal action isneeded to betaken,
the arrangements shall be made in accord with the relevant law. If the
departmental action is needed to be taken, it shall be complied with the
stipulations prescribed in this Chapter.

169. Conducting atria in a court is to hear the case whether or not an
accused alleged under the relevant law is guilty and departmental enquiry is
an enquiry from the administrative point of view to decide whether or not the
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conduct of the service personnel is breach of rules of conduct of service
personnel or breach of discipline or failure to fulfill aduty or breach of the
laws. In respect of taking departmental action against aservice personnel who
isprosecuted under legal action:

(@ thedepartmental action may betaken against aservice personnel
whoisconvicted by acourt to decide whether or not the service
personnel should beimposed disciplinary penalty according to
the administrative need by balancing the offence and penalty;

(b) inthe case where the service personnel is not found guilty and
so is discharged before framing a charge or acquitted after
charging, the departmental action shall not be taken against the
service personnel on the grounds that the case is not applicable
to the breach of rules of conduct of service personnel or breach
of disciplinesor failureto fulfill duties or misconduct.

170. Inthe departmental action, it includes the following administrative
measures in addition to the preliminary enquiry and hearing by making the
departmental enquiry:

(& temporary suspensionfromduties;

(b) imposing appropriatedisciplinary penalty ontheservice personnel
without making departmental enquiry if it is evident that the
service personnel isguilty;

() imposing the appropriate disciplinary penalty on the service
personnel if the departmental enquiry isnot required inthe case
of the service personnel whoisconvicted by acourt by balancing
the offence and penalty.

171. The person authorized to appoint a service personnel has aright to
suspend such service personnel from his duty temporarily. If the service
personnel is needed to be suspended from duties, the superior officials who
are entitled to suspend may be assigned in accord with on the nature of work
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of respective service personnel organizations so that the procedures may be
carried out efficiently and without delay.

172.  If theservicepersonne whoistaken against lega action or departmental
actionisneeded to make temporary suspension, he may be suspended in accord
with the provisions prescribed in theserule. Provided that, suspension is not
mandatory in all cases. Sincethe suspension of aservice personnel may result
in the reduction of labour within the rel evant organization and also suffering
lossfor the service personnel, the service personnel is suspended temporarily
with proper care and consideration according to the case.

173. A sarvice personnel who istaken action shall be suspended temporarily
inthefollowing conditions:
(@ aservicepersonnel isdetained in custody or being prosecuted;
(b) aservice personnel is likely to be punished with any severe
offence such asreduction of pay within pay scale or demotion or
removal from apostor dismissal from being aservice personnel
inrespect of departmental actionif itisfound that heisguilty;
(¢) thereis a circumstance in which the service personnel might
destroy evidence or amend and cheat the accounts or prejudice
the proceedings by using the influence of official position for
leading to impediment to find out the truth if he is not being
suspended,;
(d) continuation of the service personnel at work without suspending
temporarily from hisduty may be harmful to theinterestsof the
relevant service personnel organization.

174.  If thereisacircumstancein which the service personnel whoistaken
action might betransferred to or attached to another post or to betransferred to
the other station without suspending from duty, he may be done so instead of
temporary suspension. Provided that, if the transfer to the other station may
have negative effect on theright of the service personnel to defend themselves
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or may arise unreasonably extraexpenditure or may create other administrative
difficultiesor may lead to unnecessary delay to complete the proceedings, the
transfer should not be done.

175. A service personnel under temporary suspension shall be entitled to
the subsistence allowances and other allowances at the specified ratein accord
withtherelevant rules, regulations and bye-laws.

176. During temporarily suspension of a service personnel who is taken
action, he shall not be:

(@ alowedtoperformany duty;

(b) grantedleave;

(0 selectedtobesenttotraininginor out of the country;

(d) promoted;

(& recommended to be awarded honorary title or honorary award,;

() alowedtoretireor resign.

177. A servicepersonnel who istaken the departmental action shall not be
suspended from duty for a long time without sufficient reasons. The
departmental enquiry shall be completed quickly without delay.

178. Inrevokingthe order of temporary suspension:

(@ duringthecourseof thetrial after the service personnel had been
suspended from duty, thisorder may berevoked by the department
that there is no need to suspend from duty according to the
findings;

(b) when reviewing the case after the service personnel had been
suspended from duty, it isfound that thereisno sufficient reason
for suspension from duty, the order of temporary suspension shall
berevoked;

(6 whentheservice personnel, during suspension, makes an apped
against the order of suspension on grounds that he suffersloss
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and pecuniary difficulties dueto suspension, such order may be
revokedif itisbelieved that it isacceptable.
Explanation: A servicepersonnel under suspension shall beentitled

to an appeal against the order of suspension for
cancellation and revocation at any time. Such appeal
shall not be concerned with the appeal against theorder,
penalty and decision.

179. Inrespect of alowing the service personne under temporary suspension
to resumethe duty after exempting from temporary suspension:

(@ athoughaservice personnel wasoriginally put under temporary
suspension for asufficient reason, he shall be allowed to resume

hisdutiesif the condition appearsthat thereisno need to suspend

continuoudly;
aservice personne who hasbeen released from arrest or acquitted
after being charged by acourt:

shall be allowed to resume his duties if the departmental
action is unnecessary since it is not concerned with
misconduct, breach of discipline, failureto fulfill aduty,
and breach of law;

may be allowed to resume his duties in such cases that
although the departmental enquiry needsto be conducted,
there existsconditions inwhich the enquiry may take place
whilethe service personnel isresuming hisduties;

in the case of a service personnel who has been released
onbail after being arrested by legal action, the department
hasto takeinto consideration whether or not the suspension
needsto be cancelled or revoked.

when the departmental action is completed and the service

personnel is found to be innocent or isimposed any penalty
other than removal from the post or dismissal from the service
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although heisfound to be guilty,such service personnel shall be
allowed to resume hisduties.

180. In the case of exempting from suspension and allowing a service
personnel to resume his duties, the date of exemption from suspension shall
not be mentioned in the order and instead state that “the service personnel isto
resume the official duties’. The date of exemption from suspension shall be
deemed asthe date on which the service personnel actually resume hisduties.

181. A servicepersonnel whoisprosecuted by departmental action shall be
allowed to make a defence in accord with the stipul ations contained in these
rules.

Chapter XVII
Preliminary Enquiry
182. Thepurpose of the preliminary enquiry isto scrutinize whether there
isreasonable ground to take the departmental action against aservice personnel
or not, to clarify the unclear points of the case, to collect evidence in case a
departmental enquiry isto be made and to uncover the person responsiblefor
the case. The preliminary enquiry may be conducted in thefollowing cases:

(@ thecasewhichisnecessary to scrutinize whether the complaint
has reasonabl e ground or not;

(b) thecasewhichisnecessary to scrutinizewhich service personnel
isresponsible and to what extent that person isresponsible for
the action or omission;

(¢ thecasewhichisnecessary to scrutinizewhether thereisevidence
or not so that the service personnel may betaken crimina action;

(d) thecasewhichisnecessary to enquire whether thereisevidence
or not that the departmental enquiry may be made against the
service personnel;

(&) thecasewhichisnecessary to analyzethe accounts, the documents
and therules and regulationsrel ated to the action or omission of
the service personnel beforetaking any action against him;
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the case which the action or omission of the service personnel is
just aminor case and decisionsmay bemadeonly by preliminary
enquiry without making departmental enquiry.

183. Thepreliminary enquiry shall not be madein thefollowing cases:

the case which is obvious that the complaint has no reasonable
ground,

the case which has regative contribution to the maintenance of
disciplines by making theenquiry;

the casein which the action or omission of the service personnel
isjust aminor case and the said service personnel admits his
quilt;

the casein which thereis sufficient facts or evidence and so the
departmental enquiry may beinitiated from the stage of charge;
the casewhichisobviousthat the service personnel isresponsible
for any action or omission under the report of audit team and
only the departmental enquiry isopened by treating thefindings
of the audit team as evidenceto charge;

the case in which theimposition of only disciplinary penalty is
needed in thelight of conviction according to criminal action.

184.  If it is necessary to make the preliminary enquiry, the head of the
relevant Ministry and the service personnel organization may form the
Preliminary Enquiry Board and assign duty as prescribed in Form (3) according
to the rank of the service personnel who is taken action. To facilitate the
formation of the Preliminary Enquiry Board, the authority to form the
Preliminary Enquiry Board may be conferred as appropriate according to the
service personnel organization. In forming the Preliminary Enquiry Board:

the board shall be comprised with the total number of three
members-the chair person and the other two members. The
members of the board shall be superior in rank to the service
personnel who istaken action;
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if it isnecessary to appoint the service personnel from the other
organization in the board, it may be done in coordination with
therelevant service personnel organization;

the members of the board shall not be the persons who have
personal interest in the case, who are directly or indirectly
involved in the case, who are personally concerned or who are
malicious personsin respect of the caseto be enquired;

the order of formation of the Preliminary Enquiry Board shall be
sent to the chair person and the members. In such order, thefacts
to be enquired into shall be described and if necessary, the
summary of the case shall be attached. In addition, the relevant
documents, accountsand complaint letter, if any, shal beattached.
The date on which the Preliminary Enquiry Board hasto submit
enquiry report shall also befixed exactly.

the chairperson of the Board shall explainthe caseto be enquired
and the duties to be performed by the board in respect of the
preliminary enquiry to the members of the board;

shall coordinate procedureswith the membersin respect of calling
witnessesand inspecting rel ated documents and accountsin order
tofacilitate making preliminary enquiry;

shall, in taking evidence, ask the witnesses after warning to tell
thetruth. Provided that, they are not asked to take the oath;
shall write, in recording the statement of the witnesses as
prescribed in Form (4), name, position, the department or the
organization and address if the witness is a service personnel
and name, the citizen scrutiny card number, father’s name,
occupation and addressif thewitnessisnot aservice personnel.
The statement of the witnesses shall be recorded in writing or
with atypewriter or acomputer;

the recorded statement shall be read out to the witness. If there
are somediscrepancies, the statement shal | be corrected according
to the desire of the witness. If the witness admits the statement
given by him, the said witnessis asked to sign on the statement.
If thewitnessisunableto sign, thefingerprint of theleft thumb
has to be taken. The chairperson and the members of the
Preliminary Enquiry Board shall sign on the statement of every
witness. In theimportant cases, thefingerprint of theleft thumb
isalso betakenin addition to the signature;

if awitnessisunableto appear onthe datefixed by the Preliminary
Enquiry Board due to a sufficient reason, the witness may be
allowed to send his signed written statement to the Preliminary
Enquiry Board. The chairperson and members of the board shall
sign on such written statement with the comment to attachitin
the casefile together with the other oral statement taken before
the board.
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187. Inmaking the preliminary enquiry against the action or omission of
the service personnel, if it isjust aminor case and the service personnel is
obvioudy found to be guilty, but asuitable disciplinary penaty may beimposed
on the service personnel at the stage of preliminary enquiry, the report
consisting of thefindings of the enquiry, the remarks and the recommendations
as prescribed in Form (5) shall, after the preliminary enquiry is made
completely, be submitted to the head of organization who has formed the
Preliminary Enquiry Board for determination of which penalty beimposed.
In such cases, the service personnel shall be allowed theright of defence and
the witnesses shall be interrogated in the presence of that service personnel
and cross questions shall be allowed.

188. If it is found according to the findings during the course of the
preliminary enquiry that the case may not be closed at the stage of preliminary
enquiry and isnecessary to makethe departmental enquiry, it shall be submitted
itsfindings and recommendation to the head of the organi zation who hasformed
the Preliminary Enquiry Board so that the departmental enquiry may be
proceeded promptly without continuation of the preliminary enquiry.

189. Inthe casefile of the preliminary enquiry, the following documents
shall beincluded:
(@ theorder of formation of the Preliminary Enquiry Board;
(b) thedocuments, accountsand evidencerelated to the caseto be
enquired;
(o daily record of the board;
(d) theexplanation of the service personnel who istaken actionin
the casein which explanationisrequired,
(e statementsof witnessesinthecaseinwhichwitnessesare called
and examined;
(f) other evidence and documents.

190. ThePreliminary Enquiry Board shall submit the report consisting of
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its findings, remarks and recommendations together with the casefileto the
relevant head of the organization who has formed the board as prescribed in
Form (5).

191. In respect of taking action, the head who assigned to make the
preliminary enquiry after he and the board had scrutinizing and considering
the report submitted by the Preliminary Enquiry Board:

(@ the case may be closed when the service personnel is found
Innocent;

(b) if the action or the omission of the service personnel isjust a
minor case and there is no need to take the departmental action
inaccord with sub-rule (@) of rule 193, the suitabledisciplinary
penalty may beimposed on the service personnel;

(¢) ifitisnecessary to conduct departmenta enquiry under sub-rule
(c) of rule 192, the departmental enquiry shall be proceeded
promptly;

(d) itshall beprescribedthat if the service personnel isnot satisfied
with the decision, orders or penalties passed by the head of the
organization who has formed the Preliminary Enquiry Board,
he may appeal against them within six months.

Chapter XVIII
Departmental Enquiry
192. Ifitisfoundthat aservicepersonnel infringesthefollowing conditions,
the departmental enquiry shall be madeto enquire and hear the case:
(@ having the sufficient facts or evidence to charge the service
personnel;
(b) having responsibity of therelevant service personnel to make an
explanation under thereport of the audit team;
(0 being found out that the departmental enquiry is needed to be
made according to thefindings of the preliminary enquiry;
(d) theaction or omission of the service personnel is being a case
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which is punishable with reduction of pay withinthe pay scale,
demotion, removal from apost or dismissal from being aservice
personnel;

the action or omission of aservice personnel who is prosecuted
legally isbeing an abvious caseto be abreach of the civil service
rulesof conduct or disciplinesor departmental disciplines;
necessity for consideration whether or not disciplinary
proceedings should be taken against the service personnel
although he has already been legally convicted by the court;
although the prosecuted service personnel has already been
released before charging on the grounds of no sufficient evidence
or acquitted on the grounds that he is not found guilty after the
charge and trial, being the caseinvolving in the breaking of the
civil servicerulesof conduct or disciplinesor faillureto fulfill a
duty or breach of departmental disciplines by the said service
personnel.

In respect of departmental enquiry:

if the service personnel isguilty of the action or omission which
deserves only aminor penalty which islower than reduction of
pay within the pay scale, demotion, removal from a post or
dismissal from being a service personnel, ajudgement may be
made without making adepartmental enquiry andtrial. Provided
that, if itisconsidered that there are the factsto be enquired for
justiceor to be evident legally, the departmental enquiry may be
made to enquire and hear the case;

in the case of the service personnel who is sentenced to
imprisonment on conviction where only the order of removal
from the post or dismissal from the public service needs to be
issued, it isunnecessary to makethe departmental enquiry.

The head of the relevant Ministry and the organization or the
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head of service personnel organization of therelevant department

may, if adepartmental enquiry is needed to be made, form and

assign the Departmental Enquiry Board as prescribed in Form

(6) according to the rank of the service personnel who istaken

action.

Theauthority to form the Departmental Enquiry Board prescribed

inthe sub-rule (&) may be delegated and conferred as appropriate

tofacilitate theformation of the board in the service organization
asmay be necessary.

Informing the Departmental Enquiry Board:

(i) the board shall comprise with the total number of three
members - the chairperson and two other members. The
members of the board shall not be the personswho arethe
members of the Preliminary Enquiry Board. In addition,
their rank should not be lower than the service personnel
who istaken action;

(i) the members of the board shall not be the persons who
have personal interest in the case, who are directly or
indirectly involved in the case, who are personally
concerned or who are malicious personsin respect of the
case.

The order of formation of the Departmental Enquiry Board shall

be sent to the chairperson and the members of the board. The

facts to be enquired about the service personnel who is taken
action shall be mentioned in the order and the documents,
accounts and evidence related to the case, if any, shall aso be
attached with the order. The date on which the report to be
submitted by the Departmental Enquiry Board shall also be
specified in the order. In complicated cases, sufficient timefor
thereporting shall be specified for the completion of theenquiry.

When the original Departmental Enquiry Board isneeded to be

reformed with new members for any reason, one or two of the
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members may be replaced or the new board may be reformed
and assigned thereto.

Inanimportant case or acasein which specific technical matters
are needed to be dealt with, any technician may be appointed as
an enquiring officer from the side of the department. Such
enquiring officer isonly to assst the Departmental Enquiry Board
and has no authority to interrogate the witnesses and shall not be
involved in decision making of the board.

The Departmental Enquiry Board:

If thewitnessisunableto sign, thefingerprint of the
left thumb shall be taken. The chairperson and the members of
theboard shall sign onthe statement of every witness. Inimportant
cases, the fingerprint of the left thumb may aso be taken in
additionto the signature.

According to thefindings by hearing the witnesses during the course

of the departmental enquiry or according to the statements of the witnesses,
theorigina charge may be altered or amended or added or anew charge may
be framed by the Departmental Enquiry Board if it isfound necessary. If the
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chargeisaltered or amended, the charged service personnel shall beallowed
to take some moretimeto submit the written statement and al so to producethe
new list of witnesses and to recall the witnessesto examine.

If the
departmental enquiry cannot be compl eted within such specified period, the
chairperson of the Departmental Enquiry Board shall seek the approval of the
relevant head to extend the period one week in advance.

This
penalty shall beimposed with care to avoid the inability of the
service personnel to perform duties due to financia difficulty
resulting from the large amount to pay in compensation for the
loss,
Not permitting full pay for temporary suspension period or
not treating such suspension period ason duty means causing
loss of benefits of the service personnel by not permitting full
pay and allowance for temporary suspension period or by not
treating that suspension period as on duty when the service
personnel isfound guilty after the compl etion of the case dthough
thetemporary suspension of the service personnel who istaken
departmental action is not a penalty under the conditions
contained inrule 68. The penalty will take effect from thetime
of suspension. Inimposing such penalty:

Inrespect of appointment, transfer to other department, resignation,
removal, dismissal and retirement, therelevant Ministry and service personnel

Chapter (XX)
Appeal
218. Indepartmental equiry, the service personnel who isdissatisfied with
the disciplinary penalty imposed under rule 209 or any order and decisionis
entitled to submit an appeal.

219. The records of verba statements of the witnesses in departmental
enquiry and the copy of report of the Departmental Enquiry Board shall be
provided when the service personnel who wantsto submit an appeal requests
thereof.

220. If the service personnel dissatisfied with the penalty imposed in
departmental enquiry or any order and decision, he may submit an appeal as
prescribed in Form (12) to the head who issuperior to the disciplinary authority
who imposed the original penalty or passed the order or made decision within
six monthsfrom the date on which the order isreceived. The appeal submitted
after limited period shall not ordinarily be considered. However, thetimelimit
for an appeal may be relaxed if the appellant is able to summit a sufficient
reason for the delay. The appeal may be accepted and tried.

Chapter (XXI)
Retirement
229. Exceptwhentheterm‘pension’ isusedin contradistinction to gratuity,
pensionincludesgratuity.

230. The date on which a service personnel retires is the date on which he
atainsthe age of 60.

231. A service personnel who is suspended or under investigation due to
committing adisciplinary offence or any law, he shall not beallowedtoretire
until thefinal verdict isgiven athough he attainsthe age of retirement.

232. Theservicepersonnel whoisretiring shall:
(@ holdapostinaservice personnel organization of the State;
(b) holdafull timepost inthe organizational set-up;
(0 hissaary bepaid by the State budget.

233. Theservicepersonnel:

(@ isentitled to enjoy superannuation pension in accord with the
provisions when the person attains the age of 60 except some
particular cases under the provisionsof any existing law;

(b) who hasattained theage of 55 isentitled to enjoy retiring pension
if the person has completed 30 years of service;

(6 who has completed 10 years or more of service is entitled to
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enjoy invalid pension when the person is permanently
incapacitated for further service with production of medical
certificate by the authorized medical board,;

who isdischarged from service personnel on account of abolition
of his permanent post shall be granted compensation pension
either when a suitable appointment for equal rank may not be
found or the person does not request for another appointment;
who has contracted adisease or received aninjury or adisability
asaresult of performing official dutiesshall be entitled to enjoy
an extraordinary pension with production of medical certificate
by the authorized medical board.

in the event of death of a service personnel whilein service or
after retirement hisfamily isdligiblefor thegrant of family penson
inaccord with the stipulations,

who has attained the age of 55 and completed over 20 years of
service or who has attained the age of 50 and completed over 25
yearsof service shdl be granted areduction pension. However, a
reduction pension may be granted according to the need of the
State although the above mentioned provisionsare not fulfilled.

234. Thelongest term of service of aservice personnel for pension purposes
shall be from the date the person had attained the age of 18 up to the time of
retirement. After attaining the age of 18, thefollowing periodsare countedin
theterm of servicequalifying for pensionin additionto the period of performing

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235. Thefollowing leave periodsare counted for pension purposes.
(@ earnedleave;
(b) disability leave;
(0 studyleave;
(d) maternity leave;
(e specia leavefor conflicts;
(f) seaman’ssick leave;
(g) hospital leave on average pay;
(h) medical leave.

236. Theterms of service, despite the fact that the posts are in different
categories, shall be aggregated for pension benefit of a service personnel. If
therearebreaksin the service of the service personnel, the competent authority
havethe breaks aggregated provided that there are sufficient reasonsfor that.
In doing so, the previous term of service must be at least one year.

237. When a service personnel who receive only the gratuity for
compensation without earning apension returnsto service, the previousterm
of service shall betaken into account for future pension if the person refunds
thegratuity drawn.

238. Whenthe service personnel who receive compensation pension returns
to service only after aninterruption, the previousterm of service shall betaken
into account for the purpose of pension provided that the person ceasesdrawing
pension from the commencing date of the reemployment.

239. Theretired service personnel shall cease drawing the previous pension
from the commencing date on which heisreemployed. If the service personnel
does not cease drawing pension within three months of reemployment, the
previousterm of service and the one after reemployment shall not be aggregated
for the purpose of pension.
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240. Althoughthereturnto serviceof aretiring service personnel oninvalid
pension isnot prohibited when he regains good health, that service personnel
shall not be employed in the previous department if he was granted invalid
pension on the medical certificate reporting that the incapacity of the service
personnel was due to the conditions under which he was performing duties.
However, he may be reemployed in other departments. His term of service
shall be calculated in accordance with the rules 237 and 238.

241. Inthecase of amilitary personnel who rendered the military service
after attaining the age of 18 and reemployed inthecivil service, such military
service may be counted as qualifying service by a competent authority.
However:

(@ themilitary service shall be satisfactory and service entitled to
enjoy for pension in accord with the provisions of the military
pensionrules,

(b) if the person who did not enjoy apension and was granted only
thegratuity, refundssuch gratuity to the State, the previousmilitary
service shall be aggregated,;

(¢) ifthereisacertificateissued by the Audit Office of Ministry of
Defencethat the person has ceased to draw pension and verifying
the term of service and the pension and gratuity earned by him,
themilitary service shall be aggregated.

242.  Pension may be commuted to lump-sum payment at the rates specified
by the Ministry of Finance.

243. In the case of commutation of a portion of pension as lump-sum
payment, the present value shall be cal culated on prescribed period contained
in pension commutation Table (6) based on the age of the service personnel
attained on the date of retirement from the reemployed post.

244. The pension benefit shall be calculated on completed years and the
fractions of years shall be ignored. Provided that if the term of service is
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satisfactory in the cases of superannuation pension, invalid pension and
compensation pension, thefractionsof year:
(@ the head of service personnel organization may add up to six
months;
(b) thehead of the Ministry and the organization may add up to 12
months.

245.  Thefractionsof year of term of service of pension benefit shall not be
allowed to calculatein thefollowing conditions:
(@ theperiod needed to completefiveyearsfor gratuity;
(b) theperiod needed to complete 10 yearsfor pension benefit;
() theperiod needed to complete 20 yearsfor reduction pension;
(d) theperiod needed to complete 25 yearsfor reduction pension;
() theperiod needed to complete 30 yearsfor retiring pension.

246. Inrespect of calculating theamount of gratuity and pension:
(@ only thegratuity shall be granted in the following manner if ten
yearsof qualifying servicefor pension isnot completed:
(i) inthecaseof not completing fiveyearsof qualifying service
for gratuity -
Term of service x last pay x 100% = gratuity
(i) inthe case of completing five years of qualifying service
for gratuity but not compl eting ten years—
term of service x last pay x 150% = gratuity

250. Inrespect of the entitlement of family pension:
(@ legaly married wife or husband and other family members of
the service personnel who diesin service before retirement:

completing year of service if the service personnel
completed one year service but less than five years
qualifying servicefor gratuity at thetime of death;

isentitled to the gratuity equal to twelve times of the last
payment for each compl eting year of serviceif theservice
personnel completed five years but less than ten years
qualifying servicefor gratuity at thetime of death;

awifeor ahusband of the service personnel who completed
ten yearsor more of qualifying serviceisentitled to 3/4 of

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death. Additionally, the gratuity equal to 1/2 of the last
payment for each completing year of qualifying serviceis
also entitled to enjoy. Such gratuity shall not be lessthan
twelvetimes of thelast payment.

However, the pension sanctioning authority may allow his
employment beyond that date as an exceptional case if the
authority wishes to do so and the earned leave may aso be
granted. Thetotal period of such employment and earned leave
shall not exceed six months. Invalid pension shall be granted
only at the end of that period;

in abolishing a permanent post and the service personnel isnot
reappointed to another post, that service personnel shall be
informed three months prior to the discharge from the post;

the pension benefit for aservice personnel shall be carried outin
accordance with the existing rules, orders and directives at the
time of hisretirement;

if itisfound that a service personnel is overpaid the amount of
pension more than entitled to him under the law, the pensioner
shall reimbursg;

if apension payable remains undrawn for more than one year,
the pension shall not be disbursed;

if the pensioner requests the pension payment afterwards, his
payment shall be disbursed from the date of cessation. The
Department of Pension shall enquire as necessary and issue a
particular order to the bank or the sub-treasury to disburse the
money;

if the pensioner dies, arrears of pension may be disbursed to his
legd heirs. The Department of Pension shall enquire asnecessary
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and issue a particular order to the bank or the sub-treasury to
disbursethe money;

(m) inaggregating the gaps of service, if apart of previous pension
is commuted to lump sum pension, the amount of money
calculated with the present value of commuted portion shall be
paid back;

(n) incalculating the present value of commuted portion of pension
to lump-sum pension, it shall be calculated on the prescribed
period contained in pension commutation Table (6),based on
the age of the service personnel attained on the date of retirement
from the reemployed post;

(o) if the pensioner issentenced to imprisonment, the pension shall
be suspended. After being freed from the sentence, his pension
shall be regranted. But the pension for the period during
imprisonment shall not be regranted.

Chapter (XXI1)
Extraordinary Pension
253. The provisions contained in this Chapter apply to all the service
personnel remunerated out of Budget, the State Budget whether they are on
time scale pay or fixed pay or piecework rates other than those to whom the
L abour Compensation Law applies.

254. (@ Injury meansinflicting aninjury on the service personnel by
somebody in any of the following situations mentioned under:
(i) infliction of injury by assaulting or resisting in order to be
unableto performtheduty;
(i) infliction of injury because of anything done or attempted
to be done by aservice personnel inthedischarge of duties;
(i) infliction of injury because of official position.
(b) Accident means getting injured of aservice personnel because
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of any of the situations mentioned under other than those

mentioned in sub-rule (a):

(i) asuddenandunavoidableinjury;

(i) aninjury dueto an act of devotion to and the discharge of
duty in the caseswhich arisein emergency.

Disease means any disease which is contracted by a service

personnel asaresult of an accident intheworkplaceor an adverse

environmental condition.

Special occupational hazar d meansthefollowings:

(i) ahazard which may cause aninjury dueto sub-rule (a);

(i) ahazard which may cause an accidental injury while
performing any particular duty which has the effect of
increasing hisliability toinjury beyond the ordinary risk of
the post he holds or as a consequence of performing such
duty;

(iii) ahazard which may cause a disease to amedical service
personnel because of his duty either to treat a patient
suffering from aninfectious disease or septicaemiaor other
disease or to conduct a post-mortem examination.

Occupational hazard means a hazard causing an injury or a
disease while performing duty or asaconsequence of performing
such duty other than special occupational hazards. If the hazard,
however, isordinarily the common one anybody may experience
and the unavoidable condition arising from the work nature or
conditions relating to performing duties do not significantly
increase the liability of that hazard, such hazard shall not be
presumed as an occupational hazard.

Dateof injury meansasfollows:

(i) inthecaseof accident or injury mentioned in sub-rule (a),
the actual date on which theinjury was suffered,

(i) inthecaseof disease, thedate onwhichthe medical board
reports.
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(g0 The expression extraordinary pension includes permanent
injury pension, temporary extraordinary pension and
extraordinary family pension for the purpose contained in these
rules.

255. Theaward of extraordinary pension shall be granted by the head of a
Ministry or an organization or acompetent authority. In granting the award of
extraordinary pension, the degree of default or contributory negligence onthe
part of aservice personnel may be taken into consideration.

256. Thecompetent authority shall coordinate with the Union Civil Service
Board inthefollowing conditions:

(@ exceptional casesinwhich an extraordinary pensionisnecessary
to be granted whereas the provisions prescribed in these rules
arenot fulfilled:;

(b) conditionsinwhich an extraordinary pension at therates higher
than those prescribed in these rules or by changing the eligible
type of award is necessary to be granted.

257. Theextraordinary pension shall not affect any other pension or gratuity
for which therelevant service personnel or hisfamily isentitled to enjoy.The
extraordinary pension granted shall not be taken into account infixing the pay
of the pensioner on his continued employment or re-employment asaservice
personndl.

258.  Noextraordinary pension shal beallowed inthe cases mentioned under:
(@ an injury sustained more than five years before the date of
application;
(b)  death which occurred morethan seven yearsafter theinjury due
to violence or accident was sustained,;
(0 death which occurred more than seven years after the service
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personnel was reported by medical board as unfit for duty on
account of the disease of which he died.

259. Aninjury isgraded asfollows:

(@ Injury Grade (1) - permanent loss of an eye or any part of the
body on account of special occupational hazard or injurieseven
more seriousthan such loss;

(b) Injury Grade(2) —aninjury onaccount of occupational hazard
leading to amore seriousinjury;

(© Injury Grade(3)—aninjury onaccount of occupational hazard
resulting in aseriousdisability which the person may permanently
suffer from.

260. Extraordinary pension shall be granted to the service personnel who
suffersfrom theinjury graded in Injury Grade (1) as mentioned under:

(@ pension and gratuity which are entitled to enjoy under the
stipulations contained in Table (7);

(b) the extraordinary pension which is entitled to enjoy from the
following date of the completion of one year after the date of
injury:

(i) shal beat the high rate of extraordinary pension whichis
entitled to enjoy according to the stipulationsin the case of
permanent loss of more than one eye or one part of the
body asaresult of theinjury;

(i) shal not be less than at half of the high rate of specid
pension which is entitled to enjoy according to the
stipulationsin other cases.

261. Extraordinary pension shall be granted to the service personnel who
suffersfrom theinjury contained ininjury Grade (2) as mentioned under:
(@) pension and award which are entitled to enjoy under to the
stipulations contained in Table (7);

(b) inthe cases of more serious injury, the extraordinary pension
whichisentitled to enjoy from the date of injury shall not beless
than the low rate of eligible extraordinary pension under the
prescribed provisions;

(©) inother cases, temporary extraordinary pension which shall not
be more than the low rate of the one which is entitled to enjoy
under the prescribed provisions from the date of injury to the
date of completion of one year. Such pension shall not be less
than the low rate. However, on production of medical report
every year by themedical board stating the continuance of severity
of theinjury, thetemporary extraordinary pension shall beentitled
to enjoy after completion of oneyear.

262. Any of thefollowing awards shall be granted to the service personnel
who suffersfrom theinjury contained ininjury Grade (3) asmentioned under:
(@ whenthemedical board certifiesthat the service personnel might
not have capacity for further service after oneyear of hisinjury,

the award entitled to enjoy as contained in Table (7);

(b) whenthemedical board certifiesthat the service personnel might
not have capacity for further service lessthan oneyear after his
injury, the award shall not be less than 1/4 of the award to be
granted asprescribed in Table (7).

263. In the cases contained in rule 262, the disability resulting from the
injury isequivalent to the volume of disability dueto lossof any part of body,
the extraordinary pension not exceeding thelow rate of the onewhichisentitled
to enjoy under the prescribed provisions may be granted by the State instead
of award. However, such pension shall not be lessthan the low rate.

264. Under the following circumstances, the temporary extraordinary
pension may be converted into permanent injury pension:
(@ theservice personnel inreceipt of the temporary extraordinary
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pension for injury has had applied for invalid pension on account
of that injury;

(b) thetemporary extraordinary pension hasalready been extended
up to not lessthan fiveyears;

(0 the medical board certifies that the disability of the service
personnel doesnot seem to lessen significantly.

265. Extraordinary family pension shall be granted to the wife or husband
or children of the deceased as mentioned under:

(@ if theservice personnel diesby the act of somebody on account
of special occupational hazard or from theinjury resulting from
special occupational hazard, the award and pension which are
entitled to enjoy, an extraordinary family pension not exceeding
therate prescribed in Table (8) and (9);

(b) if theservicepersonnel diesby the hand of somebody on account
of occupational hazard or from the injury resulting from
occupational hazard, an extraordinary family pension not
exceeding therate prescribed in Table (8) and (9).

266. If the deceased did not |eave the wife or husband, the award whichis
entitled to enjoy under sub-rule (a) of rule 265 may be granted either to his
childrenindividually or collectively.

267. If thewife or husband of the deceased service personnel eligible for
the extraordinary family pension and award contained inthisprovisionisalso
eligiblefor thefamily pension contained in Chapter X X1, they have theright
to choosetheir preference type of pension. The choice of the family pension
contained in Chapter XXI by the wife or husband of the deceased service
personnel shall not affect the entitlement of the children of the deceased service
personndl.

268. If the deceased service personnel did not leave awife or husband or
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children, the extraordinary family pension which isentitled to enjoy by for
such service personnel:

(@ may be granted to his mother or father individually or jointly.
Such award shall not exceed the rate under the stipulationswhich
isentitled to enjoy contained inTable (8);

(b) may begranted, if failing the parents, to minor brothersand sisters
who had been residing with and largely dependent on the
deceased. The pension may be granted to them individually or
collectively. Thetotal amount of the extraordinary family pension
granted shall not exceed the half of the extraordinary family
pension which isentitled to enjoy by thewife or husband of the
servicepersonne prescribed rule 265. Each share of extraordinary
family pension distributed among the brothers and sisters shall
not exceed therate which isentitled to enjoy by achild who has
amother contained in Table (9).

269. Theextraordinary family pension shall be granted from thefollowing
date of the service personnel’s death or the date fixed by the relevant civil
service personnel organization. The periodsfor which the extraordinary family
pension which isentitled to enjoy are as mentioned under:

(@ inthe case of the grant of pension to the wife or husband or
mother or father of the deceased service personnel, itisuntil the
death or remarriage of the eligible person, whichever isearlier;

(b) inthecase of the grant of pension to the minor son or brother of
the deceased service personnel, it isuntil the date on which such
eligible person attainsthe age of 18;

() inthe case of unmarried daughter or minor sister, it isuntil the
date of her marriage or the date on which she attains the age of
21, whicheverisearlier.

270. The grant of extraordinary family pension shall cease when the
surviving wife of the deceased remarries. However, when her husband diesin
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her second marriage and the head of the Ministry or organization or competent
authority believes that she gets into financial difficulties, the extraordinary
family pension may beregranted infull or in part.

271.  Whenaclamfor extraordinary pension or extraordinary family pension
arises, the organization where the injured or the deceased service personnel
was employed shall send the application for extraordinary pension to the
Ministry and organization with thefollowing documents:

(d) themedical report of the cause of death in the case of adeceased
service personnel;

() the reliable evidence of the cause of the death if the service
personnel lost hislifein such circumstancesthat amedical report
cannot be secured;

() themedical report by the Township Medica Officer or competent
authority who isdelegated to collect the evidenceif the medical
report asto the severity of theinjury cannot be secured;

(g) thereport to be sent to the Department of Pension describing
whether the extraordinary pensionisentitled to enjoy or not, and
theamount of pensioniif it isentitled to enjoy.

Chapter XXII1
Re-employment of Superannuated Pensionerson Contract
272.  Inre-employing asuperannuated pensioner asaconsultant on contract
in order to utilize his expertise, the relevant service personnel organization
shall:

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Chapter XXI1V

275. A service book shall be maintained for every service personnel. The
cost of service book shall be borne by the service personnel. Itisapplicableto
all officersand staff.

276. If theservice personnel ismarried, thewife or husband, parents, sons,
daughters, brothers and sisters shall be recorded in the service book. If the
service personnel issingle, the parents, brothers, sisters, nephews and niece
and if there is no such close relatives, adopted sons and daughters shall be
recorded.

277. Thehead of the organization isresponsi blefor maintenance of service
books. The head of the organi zation may del egate this duty to an appropriate
servicepersonnel.

278. Inmaking entry of the date of birth of the service personnel:

However, for
the date attai ning that age, the date on which the service personnel
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underwent medical examination shall be deemed as the date
attaining the estimated agein that medical certificate. Therefore,
the assumed date of birth of the service personnel isthe result
number by subtracting the estimated age in the manner mentioned
aforesaid from the date of medical examination.

281. Imposition of penalties prescribed in rule 53 and breaks in term of
serviceshall berecorded with datesand periodsin detail stogether with relevant
order number and date in the service record. A short description of grounds
for penalty imposition shall also be recorded.
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282. All the entriesin the service book shall be examined by the service
personnd himself and signed if itisfound correct. The head of service personnel
organization or the person to whom the authority is delegated shall endorse.
Thehead of service personnel organization or the person to whom the authority
isdelegated isresponsible for making correct entries, endorsing, ensuring the
record free from deletion or overwriting and ensuring the amendment, to be
neat and clear and endorsing such amendments.

283. Every signature put in the service book shall have a date. When the
entriesare not correct or illegible, such entries shall be made on anew page.
Thehead of service personnel organization or the person to whom the authority
isdelegated shall examinethe entriesannually and put the signature with the
date of examination.

284. The service book shall be sent to the Ministry and service personnel
organization to which the service personnel is transferred.It shall not be
transferred through the said service personnel.

285.  When the service personnel is transferred on deputation governing
with the external serviceregulation or on completion of deputation, the service
book of the service personnel shall be sent to the Department of Pension to
examinefor the purpose of pension. After the examination of the Department
of Pension it shall be sent back to the service personnel’ s parent department.

286. When a service personnel isretired, the service book of the service
personnel shall be sent to the Department of Pension together with the necessary
documentsthrough therel evant service personnel organization. After granting
thepension salary, the service book may be provided to the service personnel
if itisrequested. In providing the service book, the statement that “therecord
is provided on the request of the service personnel” iswritten clearly at the
end of therecords and signed by the head of service personnel organization or
the officer to whom the authority is del egated.
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287. When the service personnel resigns from the post for a reason other
than for an offence, the service book may be provided, if the service personnel
requestsit, after recording thereason for resignation and that it isprovided on
request. If the service personnel does not request the service book, it may be
destroyed on completion of three years after the resignation.

288. If the service books are damaged or lost for any reasons.

(@ the new service book shall be compiled by referring to the
departmental orders, pay request formsand pay lists. When these
documentsand evidence are not availabl e, the new service book
shall be compiled based on testimonials from the colleagues of
the service personnel and in the cases of transferred service
personnel, the testimonial sfrom the heads of the previous service
personnel organizations,

(b) incaseswhereit cannot be done ascontained inthe sub-rule (a),
the service personnel shall be asked to makethe detailed entries
himself and these detailed records, the testimonials of two
colleaguesand the affidavit which the service personnel hastaken
at the relevant court shall be submitted to the head of service
personnel organization. Such affidavit shall containthefactssuch
aswhether the service personnel took leave with pay but not in
full or leave without pay, whether there were suspension periods
or breaksin the term of service. The new service book shall be
compiled based on thefacts approved and signed by the head of
service personnel organization.

Chapter XXV

Miscellaneous
289. If aservice personnel fails to comply with the duties contained in
Section 10, the head of relevant Ministry and organization may direct to grant
reduction pension. If itisfailureto abide by thedirective, departmental action
may be taken against him or her in accordance with Section 38 of the Law.
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290. Therules, regulations,bye-laws, handbooks, excerpts already issued
and ordersand directivesissued from timeto timerelating to service personnel
may be continued to be practised as long as they are not contrary to these
rules.

291. Whiletherespective service personnel organizationsare carrying out
disciplinary action in accordance with the provisions prescribed in therules,
they may coordinate with the Union Civil Service Board if it is necessary to
do so for the purpose of correct procedures.

292.  The Union Civil Service Board may manage the service personnel
affairs, with the approval of the Union Government, which are not against the
provisions prescribed in the Civil Service Personnel Law or stipulationsin
theserules.

293. TheUnion Civil Service Board may, if necessary, amend, add, nullify
and substitute the definitions and provisions of these rules depending on a
circumstance by obtaining the approval of the Union Government.
